JANUARY 1 Wednesday 16-7am Reservoir frozen
over night before bed 16-11pm

Cold raw still, overcast with morning sun occasionally
wanly breaking thru. Set in snowing at dusk & continued
into night. Roads & fields a glare of icy crust from sleet
storms. Several inch snow beneath. Did usual daily tasks
& split some wood pm. Sent air mail letter to daughter
Mariam in Havana. Mother prepared a savory New
Year’s supper.

JANUARY 2 Thursday 28-7am

30-12pm
The snow turned to freezing rain during night, the new
fall being 3 or 4” The weather was gloomy, everything
ice covered & a drizzle to heavier rain fell most of day.
Snow plows were out in force this pm. Road traveling
crusty & slippery. Did chores & drawed out load manure
on garden after dinner in rain. The weather conditions
are decidedly in keeping with that of Jan 2-1952, the
15th anniversary of the death in Kingston Hosp.
Childrens Ward, 11.20pm of my beloved and adored
darling little 4 yr old daughter Little Honey Girl, Lillian
Ellen Davis.

JANUARY 3 Friday 30-7am

20-11pm
Foggy feezing drizzle fell pretty much throughout the
glum crusty slippery day. Everything ice covered. Put in
the day doing chores mostly. Not fit for outdoor work.



Sent box 2 dz eggs to Mrs. Longyear at Brooklyn

They are due back tomorrow by plane from their
Christmas visit with Mariam & family in Havana.
Daughter Cornelia underwent her appendicitis operation
15 yrs ago today, performed by Dr Chandler at Kingston
Hosp.

JANUARY 4 Saturday 22-7am

6-11pm
Cleared during night. Bright sunny day. Still & cold.
Colder tonight. Still bright moonlight - Put in the
forenoon doing chores & stacking up the kitchen porch
with split slab wood. This pm cleared out Ollie pig pens
- Rec’d letter & 2 cards from Cornelia. Jennie Kerr
underwent operation this am by Dr. WS Bush, at
Benedictine Hosp. - Her condition is critical - a ruptured
ulcer on the appendix.

JANUARY 5 Sunday 3-7am

26-12pm
Clear crispy cold this morning - Light northerly wind.
Gradually became overcast pm moderating & set in
snowing evng. - Roads a slippery glare of ice. 15th
anniversary of the funeral of my beloved and adored
Little Honey Girl - Lillian Ellen Davis. Funeral held in
our home 2 pm Jan 5-1932-Rev. C.F.W. Ahrens
officiating. Today I went over & had dinner at Sunny
Cliff Farm with our esteemed friends Mr & Mrs Henry
Winchell. They still had their Christmas tree awaiting my
visit. Charley & Mrs Langer called pm.



JANUARY 6 Monday

8-12pm
Snowed about 1’ during night. Clear cold still-
magnificent crispy evng with early rising full moon
moon, nearly light as day. Did usual daily chores & split
some wood for Ollie pm. This evng I took Mort & Mary
Roe & Ollie to Phoenicia, and saw screen version of the
book Black Beauty. The Donald Bishops returned from
their trip to Florida - They left day before Thanksgiving.
Rec’d letter from Mrs. Longyear. They arrived back in
Bklyn Sat. By plane from their trip to Havana.

JANUARY 7 Tuesday 34-7am

36-12pm
Gusty blustery shifting winds geneally cloudy with snow
flurries. Despite the bluster with help of Swan
Brewster, Jim Burgher & Ollie this pm we butchered two
yearling pigs, Raul and Nubbins. The latter one, Ollie’s,
the former mine. Rec’d letters Kay & Dick.

JANUARY 8 Wednesday 28-7am

22-12pm
Last night snow flurries brought young blizzard blowing
conditions this morning. The day was rather windy
thruout & part cloudy. Clear cold moonlight evng.
Wrote “news” copy this morning - & did usual chores.
This pm Swan Brewster helped me drawed a 16ft
seasoned ash log to the Sueples mill & and got him dray
load of hemlock slabs.



JANUARY 9 Thursday 12-6.30am

6-11pm
Fair cold typical January weather. Somewhat windy calm
moonlight frosty tonight. Roads continue a glare of ice.
County hired trucks are sanding slippery stretches along
28A. Busy with daily chores. This pm drawed out
manure on garden & Swan Brewster helped me take an
oak log to mill & got a dray load of slabs for him.

JANUARY 10 Friday 6-7am

24-12pm
Continued cold & mostly clear & sunny. Raw wind off
reservoir during day. Became overcast evng with snow
flurries. I helped Swan Brewster butcher their pig about
4 mo. Old - During pm after letting out the cattle for
exercise we split up some wood at Ollie’s. - This evng |
went to Olive Bridge and got my hair cut at Bill Lortz’s
Called at Pete Crawford’s on way back.

JANUARY 11 Saturday 28-7am

46-10pm
Overcast this morning but cleared toward noon, bright &
sunny, becoming overcast during the PM & clearing
again evng. Strong southerly winds cut the snow & ice-
Winds shifting were very strong early evng. Drawed cart
load manure & got load sawdust am. 2pm I attended
funeral in Olive Bridge church of Justice Frank D
Manley. A delegation of members of Shokan 1.O.O.F.
Lodge No 491 present. Ritualistic services conducted by
Arthur Trowbridge as Noble Grand & I as Chaplain.
Sermon by Rev. Donald Williams. Interment Tongore

JANUARY 12 Sunday 38-7am

12-11pm
Clear cold bright sunshine. Raw afternoon winds
northerly. Still clear & much colder tonight. I went over
to Charley Duloff’s this am & paid for 3rd bag of meal
for my bull. Meanwhile he had Hazzie Wager bringing
Bill home in his truck. He seems glad to be back &
perfectly contented in stantion. Tonight I wrote to
Jeanne Longyear & all in Havana, also letter to Cornelia.

JANUARY 13 Monday 2-7am

24-12pm
Part cloudy sunny am - Overcast gloomy pm Calm
atmosphere. Swan Brewster installed new Sears
Roebuck muffler & tail pipe on my Chevy am - He had
dinner with mother & I - Then he took down for their
garden a cart load of manure I gave him. During pm I
gave Ollie a hand splitting wood. Rec’d letter from
Dick.

JANUARY 14 Tuesday 26-7am

32-11pm
Freezing drizzle fell most of the day & this evng. -
Everything is a glare of ice. Roads slippery as glass.
Ollie canned 6 qt jars of pigs ribs and backbone meat for
us. Sand trucks made the hills passable pm but caution
is the watchword.

JANUARY 15 Wednesday 34-7am

Rained in night A dismal damp foggy chill day. Rained
hard most of pm - Ice clinging to the trees. Still slippery
but roads much better than yesterday, with ice party
thawed away. Wrote “news” copy am - Sent Estimated

Bureau - Complete report to be filed by March 15. 1
helped Ollie make sausage pm - Mother & I spent our
evening together I read several articles in “Coronet”
JANUARY 16 Thursday 33-7am

36-11pm
Foggy & drizzling am - Windy pm cutting the snow &
ice - Turning colder blustery evng & snow squalled.
Took over cart load manure & spread on corn ground -
went to mill & got load sawdust.

JANUARY 17 Friday 22-7am

26-11pm
Part cloudy - with bright afternoon sunshine, Calm,
blustery early & colder evng.  Did chores - Helped
Ollie - finished splitting her pile of seasoned firewood,
greased & altered pigs etc. Have miserable achy legs
tonight, & twists of rheumatix generally.

JANUARY 18 Saturday

22-12pm
Partly cloudy - moderately cold. Raw wind. Took over
dray load manure & spread on corn ground & took a load
of sap wood mill slabs up to Ollie’s. Doc McCartney of
Ellenville stopped & altered several of her pigs. Tonight
I attended 1.O.O.F. Lodge installation by District Deputy

16th. Had rec’d nearly 60 cards & $16 in money.
Brought mother & I pieces of her birthday cake. - Abram
Smith, Cherrytown gun smith & friend Oscar Mann,
antique dealer of Edgewater, N.J. came to see my
collection of guns. Mr. Smith was pleased at his first
time to shoot a flint lock rifle.

JANUARY 20 Monday 32-7am

46-11:30pm
Arrived rainy and continued pretty much a freezing
downpour most of day. - Turned warmer during pm with
brisk south westerly wind, which pretty well shipped



some of the snow & ice - clearing late evng.

This afternoon with help of Jim Burgher, David Bender
& Ollie we butchered my bull Bill. He dressed 355 and is
in excellent condition. Rec’d wonderful letter from
Mariam, via air mail from Havana.

JANUARY 21 Tuesday 34-7am

10-7pm
More rain in night turning to snow squalls this morning,
with gale like winds, turing much colder, blustery &
heavy snow squalls. Drawed out manure this am - Swan
Brewster helped me quarter & weight the beef carcass.
This afternoon I delivered an 85 front quarter to Mr. &
Mrs. Henry Winchell’s @.35 b & 831b hind quarter
@.38 b to George Lounsbery’s Kripplebush. Wrote
news copy tonight.

JANUARY 22 Wednesday 6-6:30am

12-10pm
Raw cold blustery wintry weather. Considerably overcast
with light snow in the atmosphere. Cut up some beef
this am, gave Jim Burgher, Ed Avery & Mort Roe each a
price & sent a 101lb pkg to Charley Duloff. This pm I
cleaned up the pile of sawed mill slabs, piling the heavier
pieces under wood shed & re-stocking kitchen porch
ranks.

JANUARY 23 Thursday 8-7am

24-10pm
Partly cloudy-nice afternoon sunshine. Wind has quieted
& more pleasant than yesterday. Snow squally evng.



Cut up beef for canning & mother & I ground several
pounds for beef sausage, mixing with pork fat. Ollie
canned 7 gt jars for us & have meant cut for several
more. | re-sprained my right leg on the icy crust getting
the cows this pm from pasture exercise. Leg has
bothered & lame for a couple weeks or more. Wrote card
& letter to Jeannie Longyear wrote for her birthday
Sunday in Havana.

JANUARY 24 Friday 46-10:30am

44-12pm
Partly cloudy breezy mild. Snow water running. Swan
Brewster helped me take over cart lad manure & get load
sawdust. I then took lumber wagon & brought a load of
slabs at Ollie’s down home for sawing. This evng. Ollie,
Mort & Mary Roe & myself went to Phoenicia movies,
saw March of Time reel about occupation of Germany in
zones occupied by British French US & Russian forces,
a comic Tom & Jerry cartoon reel & feature, Rage In
Heaven. 2 barns on former Abel North farm near Olive
Bridge, burned this forenoon. Property now owned by
Henry Ruess.

JANUARY 25 Saturday 42-7am

26-11pm
Bright sunny (northerly) breezy springlike day, freezing
tonight. Typical sap weather. The snow & ice took a
licking today & exposed landscape is bare. Sawed up
load slab wood for Ollie, with my outfit down at
Brewsters & after taking load up & unloading I got load
slabs for Brewster’s at saw mill.



The following is from a clipping pasted in diary for this
date:

BARNS ARE DESTROYED

Two large barns on the former Abel North farm at Olive
Bridge were destroyed by fire Friday. The farm had been
sold some time ago and at that time an auction was held
and the live stock and equipment were disposed of. At
the time the fire was discovered yesterday there was no
live stock in the building in which the fire started. A
second barn or granary adjoining was also destroyed.
Origin of the fire was not known.

JANUARY 26 Sunday 26-7am

Cloudy - mild- storm brewing still. Rainy all evening. [
helped Swan Brewster saw up the load of slabs.
Mr & Mrs Brewster had supper with Mother & 1. She
prepared an excellent meal. Fried sausage cakes, mashed
potatoes, sauerkraut, biscuits, apple pie - cookies, fruit
cake, coffee etc. I wrote to Mrs.Knorpp tonight.

JANUARY 27 Monday 30-7am

44-12pm
The day dawned beautifully sunny, but later a heavy cold
damp fog blotted out the sun till toward noon when it
gradually disentegrated and the remainder of the day was
sunny & like the breaking of spring. Freezing developed
as the day waned & late evng brought winds & warmer.
Drawed over cart load manure am and got wagon load of
mill slabs home pm.



JANUARY 28 Tuesday 32-7am

32-11pm
Another sunny warm spring day & evng. Brisk nor
easterly day winds - calm evng.  Snow gone & frost out
of ground. Ollie helped Mother can sausage & during
pm I got a load of hemlock mill slabs. Got out the first
batch of hams & bacon & hung up to smoke. Rec’d
letter Kay & Dick.

JANUARY 29 Wednesday 28-7am

28-12pm
Started storming this morning but soon stopped. The
forenoon was glum overcast partly cleared & sunny pm
becoming overcast again evng. Winds were calm. [
started smoke under hams this am - re-loaded manure
cart on big wagon & took it over & spread on orchard lot
corn ground. The(n) got a good load of hemlock mill
slabs.

JANUARY 30 Thursday 28-7am

54-11pm
Foggy & misty drizzily. Mild - Turned much warmer at
evng, with fresh brisk southerly wind. Rained hard late
evng. Ollie Burger is sick with an intestinal upset and
called Dr. Hans J. Cohn of Woodstock. This pm I got a
load of sawed lumber & slabs from Suepfles Mill - 236ft
from 2 logs I drawed to mill a few weeks ago. I did
Ollie’s chores.

JANUARY 31 Friday 38-7am
32-11pm



Weather partly cloudy - Windy & cooler. Ollie is better
today & did her chores this pm I helped Swan Brewster
pm drawing firewood (it) their woods & sawing it. Ex
Supervisor Lemuel E DuBois 76 yr old mother suffered a
heavy stroke early this am at her home in Ashokan.

FEBRUARY 1 Saturday 24-7am

Colder raw windy partly cloudy. Drawed over manure
am.. Kept smoke going under hams. Helped Swan
Brewster draw & saw up firewood pm & brought saw
bench back up home. I attended IOOF Lodge evening -
Large turnout, refreshments. Initiatory Degree conferred
on James McLoughlin Andrew Radtke Fred Weeks Sr.
Charles Nygaard.

FEBRUARY 2 Sunday 14-7am

22-11pm
Cold raw windy part cloudy. Snow flakes in atmosphere.
Feel achy & tired out & tried to rest up some, along with
usual grist of chores. Swan Brewster brought my old
Ford up this pm & we set up the rig ready for slab
sawing by barn.

FEBRUARY 3 Monday 10-7am

28-12pm
Raw cold day. Partly cloudy. Strong south westerly wind
evng with thickening overcast. Swan Brewster helped
me saw up the 3 loads of mill slabs.

FEBRUARY 4 Tuesday 26-7am




10-10pm
Fair early but developed into an exceptionally dark
gloomy day, rained hard pm. Turning much colder &
blusterly tonight with snow flurries, which developed
into a 2 inch blizzardy snow storm. Besides usual round
of chores I managed to draw over a load manure &
spread on corn lot. Re-kindled fresh smoke under hams
pm. - Wrote news copy evng. Reese Christiana died last
night of cancer at home on Krumville road. Funeral
services 2 pm for Mrs. Frank Gordan, mother of Lem
DuBois, at Ashokan M.E.Church. Sermon by Rev.
Wayne Williams. Interment Tongore Cemetery.

FEBRUARY 5 Wednesday 4-7am

4-11pm
Biting cold - partly cloudy, sunny. Light northerly wind.
Moonlight evng. - Unmistakably winter.
County & town snow plows in operation. Besides daily
chores I got a heavy dray load of slabs home & Swan
Brewster gave me a hand sawing them up. Wrote air mail
letter to Mariam evng., also Mother is writing. Enclosing
Valentine cards for Gaye, Jeannie.

FEBRUARY 6 Thursday 2-7am

14-11pm
Considerable high overcast Snow squally along all day
& evng. Cold biting weather - Light wind southerly
Drawed over dray load manure on corn ground &
brought back load mill slabs.

FEBRUARY 7 Friday 18-7am




24-11pm
Snowy forenoon about an inch - Sunny pleasant pm -
Calm. Became cloudless & colder evng. Jim Burgher
Dave Bender & Ollie helped me butcher my Jill, 2 yr old
mother of 2 litters, sow. - In excellent sleek condition,
dressed 268. - Mother got us a good dinner. Ollie also
helped me saw up yesterdays load of slabs.

FEBRUARY 8 Saturday 16-6:20am

6-12pm
Arrived snowing and continued till mid forenoon,
another 2 inches loose snow. Turning colder raw &
blustery - sunny pm - Moonlight tonite. Took over load
manure pm & brought back sawdust from mill. Mort Roe
helped me get the hog carcass down celler am - was hung
up in barn.

FEBRUARY 9 Sunday 6-7am

14-10pm
Cold rough snow blowing weather. Sunny becoming
overcast mid afternoon with winds southerly & set in
snowing.  Did usual daily round of chores. Mother
helping with milking. Made out Sears order.

FEBRUARY 10 Monday 16-7am

24-12pm
Blustery snow squally throughout day & evng. Not so
cold as yesterday. Took over dray load manure on corn
ground and brought back load hardwood mill slabs.




Rec’d letter Kay & Dick. I sent Aunt Julia Winchell a 6
72 pound slab fresh pork. Sent order Sears Roebuck.

FEBRUARY 11 Tuesday 16-7am

10-11pm
Continued blustery, snow squalling petered out. Some
cloudiness, sunny. Clear still colder evng.  Drawed 2
dray loads of saw mill slabs.

FEBRUARY 12 Wednesday 20-7am

16-11pm
Bright sunny day - cold northerly wind. Still lear crispy
tonight. Swan Brewster spent considerable time trying
to get my Chevrolet started. This pm Ollie helped me
saw slabs. Mother made headcheese pm & tonight we

ground 16lbs sausage & I also salted down the hams,
171bs bacon & side pork.

FEBRUARY 13 Thursday 20-7am

24-11pm
Clear pleasant sunny day & still starlight evng. Swan
Brewster helped me finish sawing up mill slabs. During
pm we got another load on dray from mill & sawed part
up & part of load edings etc he took home for future use.
Mother & I rec’d lovely valentine cards & letter from
Kay & Dick. Today is Marion “Bony” VanDeMark’s 81
birthday & in good health.

FEBRUARY 14 Friday 20-7am
38-11pm
Fair this am. Becoming overcast pm Calm mild thawing




as the weather warmed up. Went down to Jake
Deitzer’s garage am with car & had new fuel pump 4.00
& breaker points installed, total charge $6.50 paid This
pm I took cart load manure over on corn ground and got
load sawdust from mill for stable bedding.

FEBRUARY 15 Saturday 20-7am

40-12pm
Fair this morning but became murky overcast -
continuing evng. Calm . Mild. Got load saw mill slabs
& cleaned out chicken house roost & wet floor litter.
Spread it on grass behind chicken yard. Attended IOOF
Lodge evng. First Degree conferred on James
McLaughlin, Fred Weeks sr. & Charles Nygaard. 1
called on Pete Crawford after lodge - he is not in good
health & confined to the house - heart condition.

FEBRUARY 16 Sunday 34-7am

28-10pm
Mostly cloudy raw wind off the reservoir - Acts like
brewing sap weather. Icalled on Ed Avery & Jim
Burgher am. Charley & Mrs Langer came pm & Mother
served a delicious hot off the griddle buckwheat cakes &
sausage 4 oco. Supper.

FEBRUARY 17 Monday 20-6:30am

26-11pm
Bright sunny crispy clear day with fresh northerly wind,
quieting. Quite like sap weather. The hard maples
dripped glistening sap from broken branch tips.
Drawed over the week end stable manure and spread on




corn ground, also drawed two big wagon loads of
hemlock firewood slabs from Sheple’s mill. Sills laid
for my barn end garage 10 yrs ago today by carpenter
Wm Bender & son Wm Jr. - Rec’d air mail letter from
Kathryn Van Ness who is visiting Mariam & Bob in
Havana.

FEBRUARY 18 Tuesday 14-7am

Clear & serene, becoming part overcast & windy latter
pm. Pleasant work day. Ollie helped me saw mill slabs
with the old Ford rig. Wrote news copy evng.

The following is from a clipping pasted in diary for this
date: Shokan News

Friday, February 17, 1893, there began a blizzard which
probably ranks next in severity to the big one of March,
1888. It began to snow shortly after dark and on the next
day there was a 10-inch blanket in the Shokan area. On
the 19th, it snowed again in the afternoon, with cold
winds and badly drifted snow following. Nearly every
one was pushing a shovel on February 20, but gave up in
disgust when 18 inches fell on the following day. Trains
were delayed by huge drifts and it was days before the
people of the Coons district and other outlying sectors
were able to drive their sleights to the village. There
were other sizeable blizzards but these for the most part
have been forgotten or have been obscured by the tall
yarns spun about the blizzard of ‘88. The writer recalls,
for instance, a “big one” which practically isolated the
old village in 1898. He recalls this one best, perhaps,
because he happened to be in Winchell’s Store when the
message came over the Western Union branch line




instrument. “The Battleship Maine has blown up in
Havana Harbor!” This news of great import, combined
with the great storm gave folk plenty to talk about during
the remainder of the winter.”

FEBRUARY 19 Wednesday 14-7am

Cloudless, crispy northerly wind. Still & cold tonight.
Feels of brewing snow. Drawed over manure & got
load mill slabs, which Ollie helped me saw up pm with
some left from yesterdays sawing - A clean up. After
chores I went with car down to Bill Lortz’s & had hair
cut.

FEBRUARY 20 Thursday zero-6:30am

14-12pm
Cloudless this morning, but as the day progressed it
became more & more overcast. Still other than light icy
southerly wind. Set in snowing about dark & continued
falling heavily into the night. ~ John Traver with Jesse
Shurter’s truck from Samsonville came & hauled 2 loads
of hardwood beech logs & 1 soft maple I sold Jesse
nearly 2 yrs ago for $35

FEBRUARY 21 Friday 14-7am 13inch snow fall
12-10pm

Then snow in quantity stopped in morning. The fall is

light & feathery. The day was overcast, squally &

blustery. County & town snow plows began operation

during the night. Blustery blizzardy night.

Pretty well snowed in about the house & barn, did chores

became overcast & snow squally pm - Raw & nasty,
moderated some. Drawed over dray load manure am.
Ollie helped me draw remaining beech logs mostly from
along the woods to wood pile for working up & sawing.
Pretty tired tonight.

Farm Building on Vly Property Saved From Fire

The quick response by the Stone Ridge and Olive fire
departments saved the property of Patrick Casey at the
Vly. The fire was discovered in a small outbuilding on
the premises about 5 o’clock Tuesday afternoon. Before
the firemen arrived the flames had communicated to
another small building and to the roof of one of the two
barns. Both departments arrived within five minutes of
one another and although there was a lack of water made



quick work of the fire. This was the firs call of the newly
organized and equipped Olive department and they used
their new apparatus ‘like veterans.” Mr. Casey formerly
of New York city, purchased the property about two
years ago.

Town of Olive Residents to Discuss Fire Tax District

All residents of the Town of Olive have been invited to
attend an open meeting of Olive Fire Department No.1,
to be held Monday night, September 8 at 8 o’clock, at the
[.O.O.F. Hall, at Olive Bridge, to discuss plans for a fire
tax district, which would provide fire protection for the
Town of Olive and The Vly and Atwood neighborhoods
in Marbletown, now a part of the Olive Bridge fire
district.

Directors of the Olive Fire Company, meeting last
week at the home of Albert Stanley Fox Jr., the fire
chief, at Olive Bridge, voted to explore the possibility of
setting up the town-wide unit, which would operate three
fire companies, each with its own equipment and fire
houses, to serve the areas around Olive Bridge, West
Shokan and Ashokan, a plan which would provide Olive




with one of the finest fire fighting organizations in the
state.

The recent statement by New York city, expressing
willingness to support the tax district, will be discussed.
In its statement, the city pledged $5,000 a year, a mill tax
on its reservoir assessment of $5,000,000, toward the
organization and maintenance of the town-wide setup.

The meeting was called by Simeon Trowbridge, of
The Vly, president of the Olive Bridge company, who
said that the meeting is to be open to all Olive residents
as well as those of the Marbletown neighborhoods so
that any questions concerning the proposed plans can be
answered so far as possible by the officials of the
company.

“This will provide an opportunity for everyone to learn
of any benefits which shall result from a town-wide tax
district,” said Mr. Fox. “The income from a tax district -
about $6,000 a year on the basis of one-mill tax-would
go a long ways toward setting up an ideal department.

“The Olive Bridge unit has bought its engine and paid
for it, and the company now is completing the purchase
of a lot in Olive Bridge--the former Anna Davis property
across the road from the Cecil Gray store in Olive
Bridge--as a site for a fire house. So, for the time being,
our company is on call to fires in all parts of the town. It
1s obvious, however, that the town would have better
protection if similar companies were established in the
areas around West Shokan and Ashokan.”

For the information of Olive residents, Mr. Fox
announced that fire alarms now should be reported by
telephone to Shokan 2583, or a call to the operator with a



report of the whereabouts of the fire would serve.

INVESTIGATION INDICATES THAT FLIERS WERE
LOST

An investigation of the wreckage of the twin motored



Mitchell bomber which crashed on Middle Ridge in the
Catskills, Thursday evening, carrying three army men to
their death indicates the men were apparently lost at the
time and believed they were coming on over Beacon Hill
just outside Stewart Field where they were to set down the
plane.

Following an inspection of the wreckage it was found the
men had all adjusted their safety belts preparatory to a
landing.

The theory of the investigating officers, State Trooper Ray
Dunn stated, was that the men had confused the lights of
Broadway, Kingston, with the lights of Broadway,
Newburgh, and in the haze believed the Ashokan reservoir
to be the Hudson river. They then set their course in what
they believed was the direction of Stewart Field and made
preparations for a landing. When it was discovered the
mountain was not Beacon Hill outside Stewart Field but a
higher peak the throttle was opened wide in an effort to
clear the Catskill peak but that action was taken to late.
The plane crashed through the tops of trees for 200 feet
before striking the mountain side. All of the men were
thrown from the plane by the impact. One body was found
30 yards from the wreckage, one was alongside the plane
and the third was some distance below. When it was found
the throttle was wide open it was assumed the men had
made a last endeavor to sweep over the ridge. Air officials
stated the appearance of Broadway, Kingston, is very
similar to that of Newburgh from the air.

All three bodies were brought out about 4 o'clock Friday
afternoon by stretcher after a roadway had been cut through
the mountain brush. The bodies were taken to West Point



and later to Stewart Field.

Trooper Ray Dunn of Phoenicia led the ground forces and
Army officers coordinated the efforts. Captain H.allan Gay
of Sidney and Lieut. Joseph Steeley were both on the scene
with troopers from Sidney with an emergency truck,
walkie-talkie equipment and several troopers came in to aid
in the search from Ferndale, Wurtsboro and other sections.
The plane was so badly wrecked that, outside of some
instruments which will be checked to determine if possible
the cause of the crash, it was left at the scene, portions of
it being burned.

Friday Herman Weidner of West Shokan led a second
group of soldiers and citizens to the scene to aid in
bringing out the three bodies.

S. Radtke of Olive Bridge, died at 2am today at Kingston
Hospital, where he had been under treatment since Monday
morning for injuries received in a highway construction
accident on Route 28 at Ashokan.

Radtke was injured about 8:30am Monday as he was
working near a large paving machine on the reconstruction
project of Route 28. The large machine passed over his
legs, according to a report from the field office of the
Corbisello Construction Company, with whom he was
employed.

He was rushed to Kingston Hospital, where shortly after
his admission it was reported that his left leg had been



amputated and that he was in critical condition.

Coroner Ernest A. Kelly said today an autopsy had been
ordered to determine the exact cause of the youth's death.
Andrew Radtke was known locally as a pitcher for the
Stauble Bakery baseball team in the City League, where he
had just completed a record of six straight wins. He had
been selected to pitch three innings Saturday night for the
K.A.A. Junior All-Stars in their game with the Yankee
"Stars of Tomorrow."

In addition to his parents, the youth is survived by one
sister, Mrs. Hazel Bowden of Richmond Hill.

This noon I made a trip thru
the downpour to Jim Burghers with Ollie Gene spotted cow
for breeding. 17 years ago this am our Little Honey Girl
Lillian was taken sick.

DECEMBER 31 Friday 34/7am

25/12pm
Rained continuously all night until mid day when the storm
turned into sleet & then snow making blizzard conditions



throughout the afternoon & evening. Flood conditions
mide spread, 5 states affected. Kingston rainfall 6 7% in.,
highestsince the Sept 20, 1938 hurricane when over 7" fell.
Flooded cellers general in this area, but ours not affected.
Despite the weather Cornelia & Dick started for NYC this
am with their new Buick. They left Norah Frances at Ellen
Schmoekels. I did chores & cleaned pig pens.

ELWYN C. DAVIS DIARY 1949

JANUARY 1 Saturday 38/7am 25/12pm

The snow storm (about 5) petered out during the night.
The days weather was cloudy & sour and somewhat
blustery. The snowfall here was about 3” soggy snow.
The mountains across and northward are covered with ice.
The continuous rainfall from Wed. am until the storm
turned to snow yesterday noon, is the longest in my
recollection. The flood which hit 7 north eastern states is
one of the worst in NY State history. Rennslaer Co is
reported the heaviest devastated. The Bushkill threatened
to break thru above the new concrete bridge. The west
baisin of reservoir rose 9 ft in 24 hrs & is pouring over in
the very low east baisin.

JANUARY 2 Sunday 24/7am 28/10pm

Cloudy, glum this morning. Sun shown pm - northerly
wind. Still overcast dark evng. Was busy with chores &
odd jobs. Bucked up some green wood, put on porch.
Mother cut up the sausage meat. Says first time in her life
she worked with meat on Sunday. Everything seems
changed from olden days.



17 years tonight occurred the most sad sad death of my
Little Honey Girl, Lillian Ellen Davis, of most hallowed
memory.

The riolly overflowing west baisin is in marked contrast to
the deepen blue of the water before the flood.

JANUARY 3 Monday 30/7am 19/11pm

Partly cloudy - Pleasant afternoon sunshine. Wind light.
Starlight still crispy evng.

I made a trip to Kingston taking Ollie Burgher to see Dr.
Hirsch. She has a severe case of eczema. 1 got my 1949
Chevy auto license 49 tab for attaching to rear plate upper
right hand corner - CU40 is my license no. since around
1936.

JANUARY 4 Tuesday 14/7am 30/11pm

Cold raw this am. Moderating. Considerable bright
sunshine - overcast still evng. Mother and I ground 21 1bs
sausage meat after breakfast, before doing barn chores.
Took over dray load manure before noon. This pm I cutup
Ollie’s butchered hog & went with sleight dray over to
Herman Weidner’s after about 7 cases of infertile incubator
eggs he gave me for pig feed.

Mrs. Alonzo G. Burgher, the former Ollie Snyder of
Boiceville died suddenly after eating supper at their home
14 Warren St. Kingston.

JANUARY 5 Wednesday  40/12pm

Rainy night - Rained steadily all day & into the night. A
cold rain. Snow melting & slushy. Icy this morning and
road sanding trucks busy. I wrote news copy this



morning & packed box & sent to Mrs. Knorpp - some
potatoes & turnips and 9 %2 1b piece of pork shoulder. Also
salted the side pork and hams & bacon. Did daily chore
routine. Worked at my income tax report this evng. Today
is the 17th anniversary of the funeral in our home at 2 pm
of my Darling Little Honey, Lillian Ellen Davis. Rev.
C.T.W. Ahrensof Walden, former local Baptist pastor
officiated. H.Lee Breithaupt undertaker of Phoenicia.
Burial in Tongore Cemetery.

JANUARY 6 Thursday 38/7am 34/11pm

Rainy night. Streams roaring again. Cleared away this
morning gloriously spring like & windy. Became overcast
& colder evng. Snow disappeared during night.

Swan Brewster painted unfinished second coat parts of the
house. He worked 5 % hrs. I paid him $5.50. I drawed over
dray load manure & spread on water soaked 3 corn lot
plowed sod. I helped paint awhile pm. Worked at income
tax report tonight.

Funeral services for Mrs. Alonzo G Burgher held at their
home 2 pm at 14 Warren St. Kingston - Sermon by Rev.
David Weidner - Interment Bushkill Cemetery.

JANUARY 7 Friday 34/7am 38/12pm

Snow flurries in night and rain & snow squally this am
fairing away mild, but pleasant and windy. Cloudless evng
with brilliant half moon over South Mtn. - Like sap
weather. 1 made another trip to Kingston taking Ollie
Burgher to skin specialist Dr. Hirsch. Her condition is
improved. Called on Minnie & Lennie Every at 213 East
Chester St. I bought 10 yr Series E US Savings Bond at



State of NY Natl Bank. Also deposited 200.00 in my
personal checking acct.

JANUARY 8 Saturday 34/7am 30/12pm

Mild. Still. Overcast this morning later fairing away. -
Moonlight frosty tonight.

Swan Brewster painted front porch facing & puttied
windows 5 hrs. I paid him $5.00. - I did daily chores,
drawed over manure on dray. - Helped Ollie grind sausage
this pm & got 2 loads wet wood on her back porch. - This
evng | attended IOOF Lodge. District Deputy Aaron Gray
& Staff of Bearsville Lodge installed officers. Winston
VanKleeck succeeds Lester Lawrence as Noble Grand &
(Sonny) Lester S. Davis of Olive Bridge takes office of
Vice Grand to succeed(ed) Jas. McGlocklin who dropped
out of the line.

JANUARY 9 Sunday 30/7am 30/12pm

porch. This evng Mort & Mary Roe, Ollie Burgher & 1
went up to Phoeniciaand saw Hills of Home, a magnificent
touching rural Scotch picture.

JANUARY 10 Monday 30/7am  26/11pm

Mild still, but a damp chill atmosphere Considerably
cloudy. Hazy moonlight evng & colder. Swan Brewster
repaired roof leaking rotting step of front porch cornice,



near drain gutter, curved section of the SE facing. A
thorough repair job would take considerably more time.
This pm I made another trip to Kingston with Ollie
Burgher to see Dr. Hirsch. Her condition in a week is
much improved. [ had my income tax report completed at
the Farm Bureau office & mailed report to Albany. 43
anniversary of Fred Bishop’s wedding reception.

JANUARY 11 Tuesday 25/7am  20/11pm

Mostly cloudy cold & raw. Calm.

Swan Brewster painted on south side of house 3rd glossy
coat of white. Pratt & Lambert paint. Ispread wagon load
manure on 3 corner lot and got a load leaves for bedding in
back upper woods.

JANUARY 12 Wednesday 16/7am 32/12pm

Mostly cloudy, wind light. Cold raw weather. Moderating
at evening, with light snow flurries.

Did usual chores, sent Ulster Co News copy to Lewis Bell,
Cornelia. This pm mulched Ollie Burgher’s strawberry
patch with 3 dray loads pine boughs, also brought home
load green firewood.  Tonight I took Mort & Mary Roe
& Ollie to Parish Hall in Phoenicia for Centralized School
meeting vote on the purchase of 34 % acres of land owned
by Leonard Colange for Onteora Centralized School site at
Boiceville. - Big crowd present. The vote was 272 in
favor 87 against.

JANUARY 13 Thursday 32/7am  28/11:30pm
Mostly cloudy. Sunny awhile this morming. Mild - a bit



snow squally pm. Big moon shone hazy tonight.
Swan Brewster put 3rd coat of glossy Pratt & Lambert
paint on west side of house with my help latter pm. Busy
with chores & bucking up green wood am. - I had
unpleasant job of making a pig feeding trough part of pm.
Rec’d letter from Mariam dated Jan. 6 - air mail.

JANUARY 14 Friday 25/7am 18/12pm

Raw quite cold blustery, but withal considerable sunshine.
Cloudless, brilliant early rising full moon tonight. Still.
Its reflection early evng on the rippling full up waters of
the west baisin below us was gorgeously magnificent.
Did usual routine of chores am. - This pm I took Ollie
Burgher & Addie Kelder to Kingston - Ollie went to the
doctors. I stopped to see Aunt Julia Winchell going to
Kingston over the new East side concrete road. She gave
me some of Paul James clothes including 4 buckle arctics,
rain coat & heavy blue overcoat. I stopped to see Pete
Crawford coming back & got tank of gas.

JANUARY 15 Saturday 6/7am

Cloudless biting cold still, developing cloudiness pm.

I spread load manure on 3 corner lot &
brought back dray load limb wood the electric men had cut
along our old pasture wall down by the road & Don
Bishop’s newly built factory or What is it? - Also put a
new shoe on dray & this pm got a load of bedding leaves
along Ollie Burgher’s old quarry road.

JANUARY 19 Wednesday 40/7am about 60 early pm
35/11pm

Rainy night, broke away sunny & springlike this forenoon -
Strong S.Westerly wind shifting northerly during pm &
getting colder tonight.

[ completed writing Ulster County news copy this morning
& was busy with chores, filing “bow saw”

This afternoon I painted siding under front porch. Rec’d
letter Ada Bell & wrote them card tonight.

JANUARY 20 Thursday 26/7am  18/11pm

Crispy atmosphere sparkling sunshine and cloudless skies
with fresh northerly wind.

The weather provided a perfect setting for the largest and
most colorful Presidential Inauguration - that of Harry S.
Truman, 32 President of the United States - the man that
his own Democratic party and seemingly nobody wanted
yet throu his own personal never give up fighting spirit,
provided the biggest political upset in history, the defeat of
Gov. Chas.E.Dewey of New York, at the last Nov.2
election.

I painted the toilet and put 3rd coat on the kitchen porch
facing & posts. Also took over dray load manure on 3
corner lot on the bare ground sleighing.

I took am South Mtn road
neighbors Mr & Mrs Ludwig Scherik, to sent to their
people in Germany - a heavy overcoat of Paul James
(deceased) Aunt Julia Winchell gave me, a red coat of
Cornelia’s & a fur coat of Aunt Ollie O’Connor’s and 3
pair of practically new shoes. This pm I went over to
Herman Weidner’s after another lot of infertile eggs.

This
pm cut a load of firewood for Ollie & sawed part of itup &
brot rest home by porch & sawed that mostly up after
supper. Recd letter & new clipping & pictures telling a
dramatic tale of the terrible western blizzards. The
reservoir west baisin maintains open water in the upper end
but the whole mid section appears crusted with snow & ice

Recd letter & news clippings & pictures from Ada Bell
about the terrible snow bound conditions in the west.

FEBRUARY 2 Wednesday 26/7am 4/10:30pm

The day dawned bright & sunny with view unmolested for
the proverbial woodchuck to see his shadow. Later
developed part cloudy with snow squalls on mtns. Cold
clear tonight.  Busy with chores and writing news copy
am. This pm cut a dray load of polewood for Ollie &
brought part home.

FEBRUARY 3 Thursday Zero/7:30am 24/11pm
Clear & snappy cold this morning. Raw cold air all day.
Was getting overcast pm - & cleared with bright crescent
moon early evng, later moderating & overcast. Ed Avery
came and had breakfast with mother & 1.

Arrived snowing, tapering off with light rain. Sun broke
thru during forenoon & was cloudless pm & evng.
Westerly wind veering northerly. Snow settled noticeably -




new snowfall an inch or more.

Sent Valentine cards to Mariam’s kids, with a new dollar
bill for each, Gaye Jeannie & Bobby 3rd. Also a card &
letter to Mariam & Bob - Besides chores drawed dray load
manure & Ollie & I cut a load of firewood pm

FEBRUARY 8 Tuesday 10/7am  42/12pm

Cloudless - Real wintry this am - still - Moderating pm
with developing southerly wind. Mild & moonlight tonight.
Got the old Model T Ford running & set up at Ollie’s pm
& we sawed up 2 loads wood & put on her back porch -
had to do some snow shoveling to make sawing space.

FEBRUARY 9 Wednesday 34/7am 30/11pm

NYC temp 56 high - 19 above normal

Clear and became real warm and spring like and breezy -
Colder tonight. Snow thawed and settled in the warm
sunshine and shifting wind. Cut and drawed 2 dray loads
firewood from Hinckley woods and sawed it, brought a
load of rock oak home & split ti up by porch after supper
& chores.

FEBRUARY 10 Thursday 14/7am 22/12pm

Clear cold this am. Overcast pm & evng raw sSnowy
atmosphere, gradually faired away during evng. Still

Cut a dray load of firewood and sawed it at Ollie’s - also
cleared pig pens and brought some rock oak wood home.
The whole upper section of the reservoir is now frozen
over.

Cut
up the hog down celler - Went to Herman Weidner’s and
got 4 cases of infertile incubator eggs.




FEBRUARY 14 Monday 34/7am 36/11pm

Mostly cloudy - foggy chill & damp this am. Sun shone
warm around mid day - Murky & still evng & was rainy
late. I spread big dray load manure on 3 cor lot. Cut &
sawed 2 loads firewood.

Recd air mail Valentine card & short letter from Mariam.

The snow is taking a big
licking, with bear ground much in evidence. The ground
is muddy and without frost.

- Herman
Weidner called & I gave him a piece of backbone to bake.
This pm cut adray load of clump firewood at Ollie’s across
from house.  Sent the evng reading

“ Old Jules” the famous horticulturist. I have taken on an
achy nose running cold.




FEBRUARY 17 Thursday 28/7am  20/12pm

Raw cold snow squally and blustery. Typical March
weather. Became starlight late evng.

I packed & sent PP a 12 Ib half of pork shoulder to Mrs.
Knorpp. Recd birthday cards from Kay Dick & Norah.
This pm cut a dray load of firewood & sawed it. Mostly
dead hard wood poles - Also sawed the wood cut
yesterday. Lena & Swan Brewster called evng. Mother &
[ ground 20 pounds of sausage this am before doing chores.
My cold certainly is a watery one.

FEBRUARY 18 Friday 15/7am  40/11pm

Gorgeous sunny winter weather. Wind moderate.
Becoming milder - Bright Starlight evng. ['took Ollie
to Kingston for Exzema treatment at Dr. Hirsch’s. Made
a round about calling trip at Aunt Julia Winchell’s Lem
DuBois - Minnie & Lennie Every, Mrs. Ernest Shader’s,
Mr & Mrs Henry Winchell & home via Stone Ridge &
Kripplebush calling at Fred Baumgarten’s. Fred Barley’s
Geo. L bery’s, Mr. Al Emmerick’s (Baumgarten’s
daughter’s) and finally Pete Crawford’s in Olive Bridge.

FEBRUARY 19 Saturday 32/7am  50/11pm

Was froze up a bit this am. The day was fair &
increasingly mild becoming increasingly overcast pm & set
in rainy late evng. Wind southerly. I got out the
shoulders and bacon of the first hog & started smoking
them. Spread big dray load manure on the soft 3 corner lot
plowed sod before dinner & this pm Ollie helped me work




up logs on our wood hill for sawing. We moved the 4 lusty
pigs from the chicken house to hog pen. I felt achy &
draggy all day with my cold.

FEBRUARY 20 Sunday 36/7am  26/12pm

Murky this morning. Fair pm breezy & exceptionally mild
during the day like April, 60/3pm in sun. Blustery &
colder tonight. I went over to Herman Weidner’s and
got nearly 4 crates of infertile eggs am. Ialso went up to
see Raymond Bell & found him improving nicely . Talks
nearly normal. I also called on Mr & Mrs Ludwig Scheick
& took them Cornelia’s brown coat with fur collar, a good
pair of her shoe’s & my Father’s old overcoat of blue cloth
of fine quality, to send needy people in Germany. Charley
& Mrs. Langer came & had a pancake & sausage supper
with mother & I. Mother fell over a water pail in the barn
after milking her one cow & sprained her left leg badly.

FEBRUARY 21 Monday 20/7am

Cloudless, calm. Snowy chill in the sunny atmosphere,
became overcast tonight. Ground crust froze up lastnight,
indicating maple sap time. I spread dray load manure on 3
corner lot and cut and sawed up 2 loads firewood, with the
old Fordrig. Recd 2 birthday cards from Mariam & Bob
& the girls. In one a check of $40.00 was enclosed for me
to buy a new Winchester 2 rifle Model 62.

Mother put in a hard day with her lame leg, but churned
twice, did the daily household duties.

FEBRUARY 22 Tuesday 30/7am  34/10pm
Arrived snowing and continued, mostly melting as it fell,




turned to light rain during pm & set in heavier during the
evng. I feel tired and achy. Mother hobbled around got
meals, cooked pig hockils & made me a time honored plain
soft chocolate birthday cake. = Besides milking, doing
chores & keeping the meat smoke going - Ire shod the dray
latter pm. No mail service today.

FEBRUARY 23 Wednesday 36/7am  36/12pm

Brisk northerly wind. Clear & spring like tho a bit crispy
atmosphere. Likely another weather breeder. 1 wrote
weekly “news” copy this am. I celebrated my 59th birthday
by keeping busy as usual. Drawed over manure this pm
cut & sawed a dray load of firewood, with Ollie’s help. Mr
& Mrs Ed West called late pm. Mother is hobbling by very
lame & sore. I recd a batch of birthday cards also long
interesting letter from Mrs. Nettie Terwilliger from
Del , Fla. Ollie made me a freezer of chocolate ice
cream, a black choc. Layer cake with cream filling, also
gave me a box of hankies, Mr & Mrs Scheick gave me a
bottle of “Imperial” whiskey. So all in all I faring pretty
well. Ice practically all gone from reservoir West baisin
only in coves along dyke.

FEBRUARY 24 Thursday 24/7am

Clear and serene graduallyhazed over and became overcast
during the late afternoon. Was froze us some this
morning, fairly good sap weather. Busy am with chores.
Sent a PP pkg of 141bs to Cornelia. - contained potatoes,
onions, pig liver, bacon and sausage. Recd 2 more birthday




cards & letters from Mrs. Longyear & Fred Baumgarten,
also letter & check 20.09 from Mrs. Knorpp. We cut &
sawed a dray load of firewood pm

FEBRUARY 25 Friday 34/7am 34/12pm

Ground white with slushy snow this morning, storm
changing to coldrain, a dismal wetday. Part breaking away
evng, colder & blustery. I made another trip to Kingston
this pm with Ollie, for eczema treatment came back by
way of Woodstock, for her to see Dr. Cohn. - There is
about 2” snow in the Wittenberg area. - Going to Kingston
there was no snow below the Samsonville road. Recd a
magnificent Parker Chrome top clip pencil from Cornelia
& Dick for my birthday to match my new S1 Parker pen.

FEBRUARY 26 Saturday 26/7am  18/12pm

Colder raw partly cloudy and blustery. Sap making weather
clear & crispy tonight.

Drawed over manure & cut and drawed on bare ground
sleighing 2 dray loads firewood & sawed it at Ollie’s -
Brought a load home & piled handy by porch. I attended
[.0.O.F.Lodge evng. 23 present - Refreshments followed -
I went to Pete Crawford’s & got 16.9 gal gas @ 24 ' cents
gal.

FEBRUARY 27 Sunday 16/7am 22/12pm

Clear cold raw snowy atmosphere. Winds very light but
chilled to the marrow. I feel very tired and achy, a
general complaint - Did daily chores & split up the load of
green wood and piled on porch this pm. Noon time [ went
over to Herman Weidner’s & got 4 cases infertile eggs, one

FEBRUARY 28 Monday 26/7am  24/12pm

Arrived snowing & fell steadily all day and into the evng
till around 10:30. Theis 5 %2 - 6”

Packed and sent by PP 4lb butter & 5 'z 1bs bacon to Mrs.
Knorpp. Rested on couch awhile pm - Wrote “news” copy
evng. Mother continues very lame & painful in both legs
& can get up & down only with considerable effort. She
did her daily tasks & canned a qt jar of sausage.

MARCH 1 Tuesday 24/7am 24/12pm

March came in with traditional blustery cold and snow
drifting weather, continued thru day & evng. Sunny
Drawed over dray load manure on 3 cor lot before dinner.
Cut a big load of mostly dead small sapling wood pm -
ideal sap wood. I wrote to Mariam tonight. Mother
hobbled about as usual, pretty near helpless she says.
Recd long letter Fred Baumgarten.

MARCH 2 Wednesday 18/7am 24/11pm

Brilliantly clear. Northerly wind - started getting overcast
pm. Mostly overcast tonight & wind quieted.

Ollie & I sawed up yesterday’s wood drawing before
dinner. Fred Baumgarten & his venerable father of Stone
Ridge, son in law Alex Emmerling of Kripplebush called
pm & Ollie served them lunch at her house.

MARCH 3 Thursday 22/7am 16/11pm
Generally fair, bright sunshine, wind northerly - Stilled
clear crispy evng. Bright crescent moon was high above



South Mountain. Sap weather Fred Baumgarten & his
father called again this am coming after infertile eggs he
forgot yesterday. I gave Fred some turnips & a qt jar of
canned pork. He also bought 2 1bs butter $1.50 & 2 % 1b
bacon @ .601b 1.35 Paid This pm Ollie & I cut & sawed
a dray load of firewood. Mother did 2 churnings, but was
very lame & sore tonite.

MARCH 4 Friday 8/7am  34/12pm

Fair and sunny. Pretty wintry this morning but gradually
moderated became mostly overcast latter pm. Moon shone
early evng. Then became blustery & snow squally.
Drawed out manure & cut and sawed 2 dray loads firewood
from my woods. Made a late finish. Mother is better
today & went to bed without assistance.

MARCH 5 Saturday 30/7am 40/11pm

Sunny fir, turned much milder, with south westerly wind.
Became overcast letter pm & had rain showers early evng.,
later clearing & cooler. Snow went rapidly today. Got out
the second batch of hams & started smoking am Drawed
out manure & this pm cut dray load pole firewood & sawed
it. Was a late job & dark getting cows in barn. Tired out &
spent the evng on cot. - Ex Supervisor Lester B. Davis (76)
of Olive Bridge feeble in mind & health, in addition to
having mumps caught from his grandaughter fell this pm
& fractured his hip.

MARCH 6 Sunday 46/8am 30/12pm
Rained hard in night - Snow practically gone this am.
Muddy & water running. Turned sour & mostly cloudy -



Starlight still evng & freezing, later overcast. Floyd
Terwilliger house at Ashokan, 3rd from the big corner store
burned at 1:30 this am. The occupants Mr & Mrs Arthur
Carter & the Joe Kiff family, got out in night clothes so
fiercely did the blaze spread. - My “Mellie” cow due to
freshen remained in pasture lot last night & this am I found
a small but sturdy red & white heifer calf that walked to the
barn. I also made a second trip with Beauty cow to Jim
Burgher’s for breeding. Went to Herman Weidner’s noon
time for weekly accumulation of infertile eggs.

MARCH 7 Monday 20/7am 20/11pm

Cloudless biting cold raw day with northerly wind. Clear
still - Typical sap making weather. I did chores &
spread dray load manure on 3 corner lot am. This pm Ollie
& I cut a dray load firewood & hauled it on bare ground
sleighing & sawed itup. Kept the smoke going under the
hams. Wrote news copy evng. Victor Dunagen upper east
side lifelong farmer died at 10:15 last night in Benedictine
Hospital. He was in poor health for some time.

MARCH 8 Tuesday 12/7am 24/12pm
Clear & snappy this am but moderated & became part
cloudy. Became cloudless evng with brilliant bulging half
moon & pretty frosty. Took the morning with chores.
This pm we cut and drawed a big wagon load of wood &
sawedit. Recd letter Fred Baumgarten yesterday & today.
Elizabeth Shurter -84- widow of Elyah Shurter died at
her home in Samsonville. She had bee an invalid 35 years.

MARCH 9 Wednesday 24/7am 26/11pm



Clear and calm, hazing over somewhat pm Became
overcast during evng. - Snow brewing. Busy day, chores
& whatnot. Packed & sent 3lbs butter to Fred Hoffman.
2lb butter & 2 doz eggs to Mrs. Murial Hornbeck,
Kingston.

This pm Ollie & I cut & sawed a wagon load of firewood,
from my woods.

MARCH 10 Thursday 34/7am 34/12pm

Cloudy, mild & still. Atmosphere feels snowy.  Busy
with chores am. This pm Ollie & I cut a big wagon oad of
firewood & sawed it up. Was late getting night chores &
milking done. Tired out I spent the evng on the dining
room couch, instead of reading. 1 talked with Pete

Crawford on fone after 12 oco. Recd a 10% stock div
from Skelly Oil Co. - 1 share of stock & 60/100 of a share.

MARCH 11 Friday 32/7am 26/11pm
Arrived snowing which became & petered out in
a light rain by mid day. The ground is white from a fall of
perhaps 2 inches. Became sour & blustery pm. Itook over
dray load manure on 3 corner plowed ground and during
pm after the snow had melted from the trees cut a dray load
of firewood, but was to late to saw it. Cornelia called early
evng from Waverly saying Dear Little Norah Frances had
her tonsils and adenoids removed this am at the hosp there.
Funeral service 11am for Victor Dunnigan of Shokan &
at 2 pm for Mrs. Elizabeth Shurter of Samsonville at
Lasher’s Parlors in Woodstock.
The following is from a clipping found this date in diary:
Shokan, March 11, 1949 - Victor Dunnagan who died



Monday in Kingston was one of the comparatively few
residents of the Boiceville hill road section whose early
years antedated the beginning of Ashokan Reservoir
operations. One of three children of the late Ogden F and
Catherine (Dubois) Dunnagan, his entire life was closely
associated with the family farm; though partially crippled
and lacking the use of one arm, he nevertheless, for 40
years, plowed, sowed and reaped his hillside acres with a
courageous fortitude and self-reliance such as is not often
found in these days. Victor, who never married, not only
cut, hauled and put up his own firewood but even sold and
delivered wood to the villagers, and, with his single horse,
would plow their gardens, too. His was the story of a plain
mountain farmer whose life exemplified the will to carry
on down through the years, despite obvious physical
handicaps which made the going pretty rough, at best.

Had an achy
uncomfortable night. I didn’t feel able to work & just did

Raw blustery & snow squally. Cleared away during pm.
Bright full moon riding high in the wind swept heavens
tonight. I’m feeling somewhat better today, but tired &
achy. Did chores & went over to Herman Weidner’s & got
4 5 cases infertile eggs noon time. Charles Langer &



mother called & after church, Rev. C.T.W.Ahrens, Ralph
Longyear, Mrs. Mary Moore & daughter, Genevieve &
Miss Merrill called. Mr. Ahrens now 79 sang & preached
at the church this pm.

MARCH 14 Monday 26/7am

Nice sunny day - Winds light & westerly. Mellow full
moon tonight. Excellent maple sap weather which gives
me the urge to tap the trees. Spread wagon load manure
on 3 corner lot & gathered a load of tree trimmings under
the electric & phone line near Watson Hollow Inn. - Ollie
& 1 sawed that & this pm cut another load in my woods &
sawed it. Brought load home. Tonight I helped Evelyn
Every Kingston High School student supply her historical
information concerning the West Shokan Baptist Church.

MARCH 15 Tuesday 28/7am 18/12pm

Fair sunny am overcast & decidedly cold & blustery pm
Clear cold moonlight wintry night. I finally succumbed
to the urge to start sapping & got partly ready with the sap
arch furnace & got buckets spiles etc. Out of storage at
Ollie Burghers. This pm we drawed a big wagon load of
sap wood. Wrote news copy evng & packed box for Mrs.
Knorpp with 12.3/41b of ham 1% 1b piece of bacon, with
some choice potatoes & onions extra.

MARCH 16 Wednesday 15/7am  24/11pm

Winter weather. Fair raw and sunny northerly wind -
became overcast pm & moderating somewhat. Cloudy &
raw evng with blustery wind shifted southerly & snowy.
Ground frozen up hard. Chores occupied the forenoon.



This pm I tapped the maples about Ollie Burgher’s house
& the sap ran good in the sun. We also got a big load of
mostly dead poles in my woods for sap wood with the farm
wagon. No snow except on cold west side mountains.

MARCH 17 Thursday 23/7am

Pretty crispy this am blustery & ground white with snow
which soon disappeared in the sunshine. Diminished
northerly wind pm Still cold clear evng.  An excellent
sap day. Drawed over dray load manure on 3 corner lot,
after getting long run of chores done. This pm Ollie & I
tapped trees on Dolan’s property - last tapped 2 yrs ago. |
got the sap arch ready for use & Ollie gathered 43 barrel
sap - Ready to start fire in the morning. Got butter & eggs
packed tonight to send t Kingston tomorrow with Claude
Bell.

MARCH 18 Friday 24/7am 14/12pm

Snow storm, set in around 9 ocolock & continued till
around mid pm - fall about 3” Turned blustery & colder.
Cloudless wintry tonight. We boiled the first batch of sap
- The overight sap in buckets frozen hard. This pm I took
Ollie over to see Dr. Cohn in Woodstock. This evng Mort
& Mary Roe Ollie & myself went to Phoencia & saw a
tense World War 2 - air picture “Command Decision” -
The bombing of Germany from British based squadrons.

MARCH 19 Saturday 9/7am 12/12pm



Snappy raw cold clear winter weather. Clear with biting
northerly wind.

I spread dray load manure this am & cut load firewood
using the new snow for a slip of sleighing. We sawed it up
this pm & brought load home & piled on porch. I
attended IOOF Lodge tonite. Initiatory Degree conferred
on John Leacock of Shokan & Harry McGloeklin of
Samsonville - Refreshments followed - I stopped at Pete
Crawfords & left them some eggs.

MARCH 20 Sunday 15/8am 26/10pm

Reservoir party frozen over this am but the skim ice soon
dissipated. Clear, pleasant, bright sunny quiet day. Clear
still & turning a bit warmer tonight. I rested some - but
mostly busy. Mother milked morning & night. I made
noon time trip to Herman Weidner’s after about 4 2 cases
eggs. During pm Ollie & I gathered sap & tapped more
trees above the ledges. Ice in buckets frozen solid. Packed
41bs butter tonight to send Cornelia.

MARCH 21 Monday 34/7am 54/12PM

Much warmer - Strong gusty shifting winds - mostly
southerly. Sunny till mid pm then became overcast. Stars
shone evng, later overcast again. A super excellent sap
day. Spread dray load manure on 3 corner lot before
dinner. Worked at the sap pm & evng. Gathered twice,
had over 3 barrels & couldn’t get the trees on the hill the
eveng gathering. Boiled down one batch & took it off
evng & then closed the fire up after refilling sap pan.

MARCH 22 Tuesday 50/7am



Continued blustery typically March but warm - Mostly
sunny, becoming all overcast pm with driving rain squall
from High Point at dusk.  Another heavy all night run of
sap & today tapering off pm. Put in the day boiling &
gathering sap. This is the heaviest run since I have been
helping Ollie make maple syrup since 1942.

MARCH 23 Wednesday 52/7am

The wind finally got quieted down & the weather was
generally fair & balmy. The change from winter to spring
gives everybodya laggy can’t get going feeling. Boiled sap
last night till 2 oco. - Did chores, got out manure, boiled
sap & this pm we cut a dray load of sap wood. Boiled sap
againtonight. We gathered over 2 barrels. The run tapered
down & pretty well stopped this pm. Rec’d letter from
Cornelia stating Norah had to be taken to the hosp. from
blood clot bleeding of her throat, a week after the operation
but is OK again & home from hosp with Uncle & Aunt in
Waverly.

MARCH 24 Thursday 34/7am 32/11pm
Continued fair & mild, hazy & wind light. - Not so warm
as yesterday. Cloudless still tonight.

Busy this morning with home chores. Took off the last
boiling of syrup after dinner & then we got a big dray load
of sap wood, dead poles, mostly oak.

MARCH 25 Friday 40/7am 44/12pm

Overcast Gloomy day & evng. - Mild yet chilly
atmosphere. Wind very light. Stars shone late evng.
Busy with chores am. This pm Ollie & I cut and sawed big




wagon load of firewood & I brought part home, mostly old
dead chestnut for the kitchen stove. - also gathered 2 barrel
sap - Got home after dark. Mother had cows milked.

MARCH 26 Saturday 43/7am 64/12pm

Foggy this morning, broke away unseasonably warm.
Became overcast late pm & threatened showers - Calm -
Most like summer weather. I spread manure on 3
corner lot before dinner - Gathered a surprising run of sap
over 2 barrel & sawed up a load of firewood pm. - Boiled
down yesterday & todays batch of sap. This evng I took
Mort & Mary Roe & Ollie to Phoencia. Saw excellent
March of Time (Recreational) & feature film in color.
The Sun Comes Up. Olive Legion Post 1627 held Spring
Festival entertainment & dance at Olive Bridge Hall.
Large attendence.

MARCH 27 Sunday 64/7am 78/1pm

68/12pm

Hotunseasonable weather - overcast to hazily sunny. Light
April showers. Blustery & squally tonight. 1 feel all
completely tired out. Rested on cot part pm.  Wrote
annual IOOF Dist. Grand Comm post card notices. Mr &
Mrs John Amoder of Binghamton who occupied the
Bishop barn apt last year called pm.

MARCH 28 Monday 54/7am 50/11pm
Strong gusty nor-westerly wind - Sunny, but not so warm



as yesterday. Cloudless windy evng. We cut and sawed
a load of firewood. Dr. R.A .McCartney of Ellenville gave
my cattle, perodical TB test. ~Francis Every and son
Lawrence paid mother & I an evng. Call. I showed them
my gun collection.

MARCH 29 Tuesday 44/7am 60/12pm

A magnificent bright sunny day with drying northerly
wind. Some fluffy clouds developed pm & looked showery
offnorth. Cloudless bright starlight still evng, later breezy.
This pm spread load manure on 3 corner ground & we cut
& sawed 2 wagon loads firewood. 1 also did some
tinkering on the old Ford. Wrote news copy evng.

MARCH 30 Wednesday 46/7am  40/11pm

Continued warm unseasonably - Partly overcast but
generally sunny. Light wind southerly. We took up and
washed the sap buckets, spiles etc at the sap arch. Aslo
sawed up dry sap wood & I brought a big wagon load
home. Pretty well tired out tonight & my hands sore &
fingers stiff.

Cold damp mussy day, light rains & snow & rain mixed.
We finished sawing the left over sap wood & brought

Ollie & I drawed and sawed 2 dray loads of firewood from
our woods & finished up the job & put away the old Ford
in back of garage. It has developed a knock indicating a
burned out bearing & will have to be repaired before using
again. - My back played out along with the old car. Oscar
Crispell died in Kingston Hosp from heart trouble

APRIL 8 Friday 40/7am 40/11:30pm

Rained in night. Partly to mostly cloudy - fresh snow fringe
on the Wittenbergs. Rather on the raw windy side -
Mountain snow squalls & rain on lower levels pm.  This
am I pounded set in the wood saw & put new runner on
dray sled. This pm I spread load manure on 3 corner
ground & plowed a sod patch & last years potato ground in
Ollie’s old orchard across the road. Mother & I wrote
Easter card & notes to Ellen Wilfris this am at Havana
Cuba. Montgomery Ward farm store of Kingston
delivered me an Avery spring tooth harrow. Cash $47.00
Our old wheel spring with harrow father bought second
hand in 1907 for $25.00 is still usable.

APRIL 9 Saturday 36/7am  40/12pm

Miserable raw cold windy weather with mountain snow
squalls. Thungup & started making the last 2 hams. This
pm I took Ollie Burgher, Addie Kelder & Lauren Boice to
burial services of our old friend Oscar Crispell in Tongore
Cemetery. There was a cortege from Connors Funeral
Parlors in Kingston of 19 cars. There were many floral



tributes. - Oscar a World War 1 veteran was not accorded
military honors by the Olive Post American Legion due to
the family’s wishes. Dick & Lillian Large’s new Holiday
Inn officially opened tonight. I attended IOOF Lodge &
called on Pete Crawford. Sent Easter cards to Gaye
Jeannie & Bobby each with a new dollar bill enclosed

APRIL 10 Sunday 38/7am

A gorgeously magnificent sunny cool day with northerly
wind quieting. Cloudless still evng. Moon nearing full.

I went over to Weidner’s and got 6 cases of infertile
feeding eggy. Pete & Gussie Crawford called pm 1 gave
them several dozen eggs, some beans, potatoes & chunk of
butter.

APRIL 11 Monday 36/7am 36/12pm

Another practically cloudless day & evng. Brisk northerly
wind quieting evng. Real cool morning & night.

I got the new harrow hooked up ready for use am along
with chores etc. This pm I spread load manure on sweet
corn patch by old house (last years potato ground) also
spread lime - acid fertilizer on patches at Ollie’s. Wrote
news copy evng.

APRIL 12 Tuesday 40/7am 38/12pm

A soft clear warm springlike day with consistent southerly
wind. A bit hazy & became more noticable tonight.
There was a total eclipse of the moon beginning at 9:30pm.
- Its awesome significence was somewhat dimmed by the
overcast. Went over to Will Jordan’s along 28A & he cut
my hair this am. This pm [ harrowed Ollie’s oats & potato



patch. The new springw___  harrow works great in
comparison with the old one. Wrote Mariam Easter card
letter tonight along with watching the progress of the
eclipse.

APRIL 13 Wednesday 54/12pm

Became overcast this morning with light wind. - Light
sprinkles pm & set in rainy early evng.

I sowed & seeded small oats patch for Ollie & harrowed
the patches. This evng I took Will Jordan & Harlowe
McLean to the IOOF District Grand Comm meeting at
Bearsville Lodge No 533. 51 present. Excellent supper
preceeding by Agapae Rebekahs. Aaron Gray re elected
District Deputy and myself, ECDavis, Secretary with salary
increase from $25 to $35 per year.

APRIL 14 Thursday 48/12pm

Rainy night. Fair sunny hazy weather turned very warm,
most summer weather. Clear cooler evng.

I'made a marketing trip to Kingston pm with eggs & butter.
Enroute to & fro I called on Aunt Julia Winchell Lem
DuBois Mr & Mrs Henry Winchell, The Leader &
Freeman offices, Minnie & Lennie Every. Coming back
via Stone Ridge & Kripplebush called at Fred
Baumgartners, Fred Barleys & Geo. Louinsberrys.

APRIL 15 Friday 50/7am  48/12pm

Fair this morning but became overcast & muggy - Strong
south westerly wind developed and brought the season’s
first thunder showers pm. Not much rain locally. Cooler
overcast evng. Harrowed & marked out and mostly



planted Ollie’s potato patch pm - spread 6-12-6 fertilizer in
rows & dug it in. Mother & I have recd several Easter
cards & notes.

APRIL 16 Saturday 44/7am 32/12pm

Rain cold cloudy & windy. Sun broke thru occasionally
pm. Vast contrast to yesterday & Thursday’s summery
conditions. I spread load manure on patch by old house
and help finish planting Ollie’s potato patch, about 2 bu
planting, partly small sized seed.

Charles & Mrs. Langer
also Mrs. Moore & Genevieve were pm callers.

APRIL 18 Monday 38/7am 34/11pm

Set in cold rain at mid morning & continued all day &
evng. Not much doing today. Did chores, wrote cards etc.
The rain is much needed as streams are unusually low for
time of year. Mother & I looked over and catalogued
some of a batch of old pictures in variety.

APRIL 19 Tuesday 36/7am 40/12pm



A wet night- Surrounding higher levels are densely snow
covered. Unsettled mostly cloudy. Light pm rain showers
- Mtns shrouded in fog this am. West Shokan came in the
limelight of publicity in the search and finding this am of
3 boy campers on Wittenberg Mtn., back of Moonhaw
along the Van Benschoten trail. A party of 6 L.I. youths
had entered at the head of Woodland Valley Sat. am &
yesterday the group became separated & 3 of the lads
found their way out to W Shokan.

I plowed Ollie’s garden patches
and strip for sweet corn across from the old Hinckley
house. Flies bothersome, - indicating strom brewing.
Tonight went to Phoenicia movies, saw Down To the Sea
In Ships and 1887 whaling expedition adventure in the era



of sailing ships. Rec’d air letter from Mariam.

APRIL 26 Tuesday 52/7am

A pleasant sunny warm day with southerly wind, gradually
becoming overcast at evng. Set in rainy late, which proved
a light shower. Lauren Boice worked this am making new
kitchen porch steps. This pm I did a big and overdue job
for myself and team harrowed over the 3 corner lot plowed
sod . Mother had our Steinway piano tuned pm. Mr &
Mrs Henry Winchell returned home to their Sunny CLiff
Farm, after spending winter in Kingston.

APRIL 27 Wednesday 56/12pm

Beautiful sunny day with fresh northerly wind, quieting
latter pm & became overcast & had a sprinkle of rain evng.
I helped Lauren Boice finish the porch steps till 2pm. -
Then after dinner I harrowed over & limed the last year
replowed corn patches above 3 corner lot. Wrote news
copy after morning chores. Paid Lauren Boice 12.00 for
his work.

APRIL 28 Thursday 44/7am

Decided cooler this glorious sunny brisk morning - The
reservoir is majestically cooling its whitecaps down. Clear
cold with brisk northerly wind, quieted at evng. This
am I spread load hog manure on corn ground - PM I
harrowed the orchard lot last fall plowed corn stubble for
oats & strip by old house. Plenty tried tonight.

APRIL 29 Friday 34/7am 56/10:30pm
Clear early, but the day & evng was partly to mostly

Bearers were Bert. Dibbell, Floyd Terwilliger, Cecil Gray,
myself, ECDavis (Masons) and John C Marshall & Oscar
Dudley. About 25 Masonic brethern took part in the burial
ceremony.

Cool - Sunny with some high cloudiness. Wind light. Cool
moonlight evng with some overcast. I spread load
manure on Ollie’s potato rows before dinner & this pm
disced her unplanted patches & got partly over the 3 corner
lot. Got cart load cut grass along garden for the cows. This
evng [ went with Mr & Mrs Henry Merrihew & Mr & Mrs
Henry Winchell to the Grand Jurors Assn May dinner at
the Kirkland in Kingston. An excellent turkey dinner was
served.

I
helped Allan Rose load Ollie’s two yearling sow hogs for
live stock market sale & cleaned pen. This pm harrowed
& marked out the potato ground with Ollie’s help & put
fertilizer in rows & got about a bu planted.

Pleasant warm fair somewhat hazy weather with wind
gentle. Still cool starlight evng. Ollie helped me finish
planting my Katadin potatoes, about 4 4 bu. Also planted
4 rows Bantam Evergreen sweet corn. - Used in the
planting about 2 bags 6-12-6 fertilizer. The ground is in
excellent loose condition. My last year planting was about
4 bu.

MAY 18 Wednesday 56/7am

Hot summer weather Breezy lowry August like - Was
sunny till latter pm when showers became general around
to the north & around by Woodstock. Spread cart load
manure on potato rows & harrowed over corn ground am.
This pm Ollie & I marked the piece out both ways, with
Mollie horse. 89 years ago today, Uncle Dewitt C Davis
sawed off the fingers & thumb of his right hand. He was
sawing fence pickets at his mill on the Bridal Veil stream,
mill was below the falls.

MAY 19 Thursday 78/7am 62/11:30pm

Continued midsummer weather - Windy Partly cloudy,
Augustlike.

Ollie helped me clean chicken
house, & spread cart load stable manure on potato rows.
During pm I gave her a hand spread some hog manure,
harrowed unplanted garden patches. Also cultivated thru
her potatoes which are up nice & thrifty. Earliest I ever
cultivated potatoes. This pm mother had a call & she



served dinner to Mrs. Nelle Cleary & 20 yr old son Pat
from Kankakee Ill. - They were here in August *41 with
Cornelia & Mrs. Whitaker from Saugerties.

MAY 24 Tuesday 56/7am 56/12pm

Unsettled weather. Partly to mostly cloudy. Occasional
brief' showers. - Thunder shower evng continued raining till
midnight. I did a lone tiresome job putting chicken
manure & acid fertilizer on corn hills. Ollie worked at the
Chalet Indeian over at Boiceville. Sent 6 dz box eggs to
Mrs. Knorpp.

MAY 25 Wednesday 49/7am 36/11:30pm
Bracing crispy northerly wind, quieting evng - Much cooler
weather - Some high cloudiness - Cloudless evng - almost
frosty.  Both reservoirs are full and waters clear blue,
very unusual for this time of year -  Busy around with
chores etc am. Wrote weekly news copy & sent 41bs butter
by PP to Fred Hoffman, Kingston. This pm Ollie helped
me put ashes & acid fertilizer on corn hills, finishing the
field, also got wagon load sawdust for hog yard.

MAY 26 Thursday 44/7am 42/12pm

Cold raw backward weather. Cloudy with cold south
westerly wind this am -later broke away, but the afternoon
& evng was rainy & disagreeable. Broke away late. |
harrowed over Ollie’s or rather one of Ollie’s garden
patches & marked out a few rows this am for onion sets &
other plantings. This pm I went early with Legion
members Joe Winkler & Jack Darling & placed flags on
the soldier dead in Olive, also Palentown cemeteries. We



placed for the first time a flag over John I Coons veteran of
1812 in secluded Coons cemetery on the mountain.

MAY 27 Friday 36/7am 38/12pm
Everything soaking wet & cold this am - Cloudy forenoon.
Considerable pm sunshine, wind northerly. Cold tonight,
starlight. Moved my sow pig up to Ollie’s to make
better feeding room for the other lusty 3 wintered porkers.
Jim Harrison helped load it. Mowed the chicken yards for
cow grass alos this am. - This pm I put 6-12-6 fertilizer on
a small patch of my field comn, not well fertilized - along
with doing other odd jobs. Tonight I took Mort & Mary
Roe & Ollie to Phoenicia movies.

This
pm I harrowed my 2 unplanted sweet corn patches & our
garden - after supper.

Very cool northerly wind. Clear atmosphere. Frequent
showers fromt he north. Cleared quiet chilly evng.

Had morning calls b Ed Terhune & children Barbara,



Bryant & June, also Harry Braithwaite. Mr and Mrs R L

Still - Part
cloudy tonight. ~ Mr & Mrs Longyear left for Brooklyn
along toward 11 ocolock. Mr & Mrs Louis Sahler of Stone
Ridge called noon time, after trip to Bushkill cemetery. I
was busy around home all forenoon. This pm I'spread load
manure on potato rows, also put acid fertilizer on &
cultivated Ollie’s fine patch of potatoes.

MAY 31 Tuesday 44/7am 46/12pm

The weather pattern continues about unchanged -
Considerable warm sunshine & similar periods of high
cloudiness with clear atmosphere. Wind light. ~ Ollie
helped me put twine up on corn field for crow protection.
Here & there the corn is breaking ground & already the
pesky crows pulling it. During pm I took Ollie up to
Bushkill cemetery to put potted flowers on her father &
mother’s graves. Kay & Dick & Norah arrived from Rome
late evng.

JUNE 1 Wednesday 45/7am 44/12pm
Sunny - The trend is warmer weather. Some cloudiness.



Wind light. Clear cool tonight. Dick cleaned up my
Chevy fuel pump this am as gas flow had got clogged. 1
marked out the patch of ground between old house & back
road & this pm Ollie helped me plant it with sweet corn -
Golden Cross bantam, Bantam Evergreen & Early
Evergreen (White) - Also put 2 beans in a hill & some pie
pumpkin seed. Tonight I took Mort & Mary Roe & Ollie
to Phoenicia saw the late Wallace Berry’s last picture Big
Jack.

JUNE 2 Thursday 46/7am 46/12pm

Sunny and lovely warm day. Some clouds - Clear cool
tonight with new moon nearing half. Wind light.

I spread cart load manure on potato rows & got load
sawdust on the swing backhouse. During pm [ went over
to Herman Weidner’s & got a heavy wagon load of wet
chicken manure. Dick painted new porch & steps second
coat. This evng Dick & I went down to Olive Bridge &
called at Gussie Crawford’s.

JUNE 3 Friday 46/7am 56/12pm

A lovely mellow warm sunny day, with fresh south
westerly wind. Cloudless, half moon tonight & calm.
Kay & Dick & Norah left enroute roundabout for home
today. Ollie helped me spread the load of chicken manure
on unplanted sweet corn patch across from Whispell’s
house & got big wagon load sawdust for pig pen & stables.
- This evng in response to a phone call from Mrs. Fred
Baumgarten Ollie went to Stone Ridge for his birthday
anniversary.



JUNE 4 Saturday 54/7am 54/12pm

Another lovely soft sunny summery day, with south
westerly wind. Cloudless pleasant evng with brilliant half
moon. [ spread cart load stable manure on potato rows,
got sawdust & cut grass for cows. Mother & I started on
garden planting this am after harrowing the ground over
twice. Set out early cabbage plants & planted row beans.
Fred Baumgarten came this pm to stay over Sunday. This
evng we went down to Olive Bridge after lodge was out &
had refreshments with the boys. [ stopped at John
Marshall’s - got my ’49 hunting license.

JUNE 5 Sunday 54/8am

Hot mid July weather. Continued fair - a mid afternoon
thunder shower boomed down over the last side of the
reservoir. Wind light. Did usual chores. Mr & Mrs Harry
Jones called after church pm Mother & I are enjoying
along with Fred Baumgarten his visit.

JUNE 6 Monday 54/7am 62/12pm

A truly magnificent day - hot drying weather with brisk
south westerly day winds. - Northerly evng with gorgeous
bulging moon. Aside from chores, my principal
occupation was getting a big wagon load of dry chicken
house manure from Herman Weidner’s $3.00 paid. Fred
Baumgarten went home late pm. Tonight I took Mort &
Mary Roe Mrs. Kizirian & Ollie Burgher to Phoenicia &
saw the famous Walt Disney picture in color How Dear to
My Dear.

JUNE 7 Tuesday
A magnificent hay drying day. Cooler, crystal clear



atmosphere, some clouds - much cooler pm with brisk
northerly wind. Cloudless, glorious moonlight evng. [
started early haying mowed behind the barn this am., the
closer strip & heavy stand of June grass along entrance.
Also tedded it over. Then I took over load manure &
spread on potatoes. This pm Ollie helped me put the load
of chicken manure on both sweet & field corn hills. Also
spread some on patch for cabbage at Ollie’s. Mr & Mrs
Cornwell Longyear of Albuquerque NM called pm
Disasterous Down Town Kingston Ann St - fire this pm -
all city apparatus called out.

JUNE 8 Wednesday 46/6:30am 50/11pm
Gorgeous weather but extremely cool with brisk northerly
wind. Cloudless brilliant moonlight evng. Tedded the cut
hay this am besides doing chores etc. & getting mow ready
for hay. Packed & shipped 6lb butter to Mrs. Knorpp &
finished Ulster County Weekly News copy. This pm I
mowed the closer strip across from old Hinkley house &
raked the hay. After supper I got a big wagon load of
sawdust.

JUNE 9 Thursday 44/7am

Continuing cool with northerly wind diminishing.
Brilliantly clear this am with considerable pm cloudiness.
The evng still with a big brilliant moon & chilly is a
masterpiece. Worked at the hay. Ollie helped me put the
first load in the barn this pm in super excellent condition.
Jim Harrison helped me change from wagon box to hay
rigging this am. Rec’d letter Fred Baumgarten telling his
appreciation of his visit. - The laurel bloom in ours &



Harrison’s pasture is simply gorgeous.

JUNE 10 Friday 48/7am 56/12pm
Considerably warmer & partly overcast. August like with
southerly wind. All cleared tonight with beautiful full
moon. Putin a long tired day. Drawed over manure on
potatoes & tedded over the clover twice. This pm Ollie
helped clean behind barn & then raked the other closer &
cocked it for overnight curing.

JUNE 11 Saturday 55/7am  66/12pm

Hot and humid, August like - considerable sunshine &
considerable overcast. We had just a few sprinkles of rain
at evng. Thundered off to North - South westerly winds -
blew strong evng.

Busy day. Worked curing the closer & Ollie helped me
clean it up this pm in a medium load. Late pm I mowed
another chunk of hay behind barn. Tired out & after evng
chores & a bath I hit the couch & stayed there -

Geo Van Derosten died suddenly this evng at his home on
the old state road in Shokan. He had been in poor health
for years.

JUNE 12 Sunday 80/12pm

Hot humid August weather - Partly to mostly cloudy.
Thunder showery around Wittenberg way pm. Breezy hot
evng with declining moon far south. Got some rest
today. Tedded & raked the cut hay - I gave Jim Harrison a
hand pm getting on his hay rigging & raked his orchard.
Mrs Langer & Charley called pm This evng I attended my
25th consecutive IOOF annual memorial service at Olive



Bridge church. Rev Chas Boss speaker asstd by

Rev Coons of Shokan Ref church. Senator Arthur
H.Wicks of Kingston former Olive resident spoke briefly.
Arthur H. Trowbridge master of ceremonies.

JUNE 13 Monday 70/6:45am 75/12pm

Hot partly cloudy. Mostly sunny. South westerly winds day
& evng. Good hay day. I mowed another chunk of hay
behind chicken yard - Drawed over cart load manure on
potatoes & got load sawdust. This pm cleaned up the cured
hay - 2 loads - Mother & Ollie helped. The NY Stock
Market hit the lowest levels in 4 years.

JUNE 14 Tuesday 74/7am 74/12pm

Hot muggy - Threatening some much needed rain this am -
Some hot sunshine, but otherwise mostly overcast. Part
cloudy evng - southwesterly wind. This a.m. |
accomodated William Colange by plowing & harrowing
his garden. A tough job. Spread out & cocked the
yesterdays cut hay. Not much of a hay curing day. Shovel
cultivated Ollie’s potatoes this pm & mowed the Ist chunk
of hay behind barn. Mr & Mrs Cormwell Longyear started
from Shokan on their return trip to Albuquerque.

JUNE 15 Wednesday 68/7am 72/11pm

Continuing hot & dry with south westerly wind - Partly to
mostly cloudy with periods of hot sunshine Dark overcast
tonight. Worked at the hay. Fred Baumgarten came up
this am & helped all day. I mowed some below garden &
heavy orchard grass along by current bushes. Ollie also
helped this pm and we made a clean up of the field behind



barn, got 2 loads & raking in excellent condition. Funeral
2:00 pm for Geo. Vonderosten at his home in Shokan.
Sermon by Rev Coons, Reformed pastor. Interment in
Tongore Cemetery in charge of Olive American Legion
Post 1627. Edward G. West - Commander 17 members
took part in giving the World War I Veteran full military
honors.

JUNE 16 Thursday 68/7am  70/12pm

The weather pattern remains about unchanged. There was
a very light shower during the night, comparable with a
heavy dew. Considerable cloudiness with periods of hot
sunshine. Wind light - southerly. Overcast still tonite.
Fred Baumgarten came again this morning & helped all
day. We made rows in garden & set 30 bean poles. |
tedded over the hay & we spread load manure in potato
rows, finishing that job.

dryingtoday. Ihelped mother do some garden planting.
Went over to Will Jordon’s latter pm & he cut my hair, a
needed job. I also took up part of the twine on corn field.

JUNE 18 Saturday 68/7am 72/11pm
Pretty much cloudy, warm & humid wind light. A few



sprinkle showers. Dark still tonight. No hay weather,
made no attempt to open up the cut hay below garden.
Planted 2 rows bush lima beans in garden am & drawed out
manure on grass stubble behind barn. This pm I helped
Ollie set out 50 tomato plants & plant beans. Rec’d 2
dandy neckties, for Father’s Day from Cornelia, also card
from them & one from Norah. Household auction at the
late John P. Eckert home & store at Brodhead.

JUNE 19 Sunday Hot sultry 71/11pm
Considerable hot sunshine, with considerable cloudiness.
Showery acting pm but rain passed around to the north.
Wind southerly. I worked curing the rain soaked cut
hay & Ollie helped me clean it up this pm, a good, well
conditioned load, somewhat faded. This am I went after a
table for Ollie Burgher which was bid in for her at the
auction yesterday. This evng Mother & Mrs Kizirian & 1
attended Children Day Exercises at the Baptist Church.

JUNE 20 Monday 70/7am  70/11pm

Very hot & muggy. Mostly sunny this forenoon -
Thickened over humid & became showery to north latter
pm. We had a good sprinkly - Heavier shower passed
down over east side. Cleared still tonight. I helped
Ollie hill up & spray her potatoes a sweating job. I also
finished taking down twine on cornfield & removed the
poles. After supper & chores Mother & I planted south end
of garden in sweet corn, Golden Cross Bantam & White
Evergreen



JUNE 21 Tuesday 70/7am 90 in shade at noon
78/12pm

Summer begins with the hottest weather to date. Less
humid than yesterday. Mostly sunny, some overcast.
Breezy-hot clear tonight. Grand drying hay had but a
scorcher for crops. Ihad a long busy day. Mowed chunk
hay below garden left from last cutting. Spread load
manure on grass stubble behind barn. Harrowed unplanted
sweet corn ground across from Whispell’s. Cultivated both
ways sweet corn patch by old house. A very poor seeding -
many hills didn’t come up. Raked the hay cut this am &
spread load hay on wagon for better drying

JUNE 22 Wednesday 70/7am

Cloudy with threat of rain this morning, but we only got
sprinkles - Gradually faired away during forenoon, became
beautifully clear & cooler with fresh northerly wind.
Cloudless pleasant evng.

I reloaded the hay well dried out & got it on mow during
forenoon. This pm Ollie helped me clean up a well cured
load below garden, later | mowed the heavy hay on woods
corner. Raymond Bell is harvesting the Bishop’s hay.

JUNE 23 Thursday 62/7am 58/12pm

A most magnificent pleasantly cool breezy day - Still
cloudless chilly tonight. This is a perfect setting for
Mother’s 62 wedding anniversary. Clear atmosphere, deep
blue sky & the full up reservoir even a deeper blue.
Mother nature is at her best, except for the drought
conditions. Worked all day at the hay - Cut the strip from
corner of woods to garden & tedded it after dinner. Also



tedded twice & raked it woods corner & with Mother &
Ollie helping got a big well cured load in barn. Rec’d air
mail letter from Mariam.

JUNE 24 Friday 58/7am 81/11pm

Clear warmer, south westerly drying wind developed -
brisk evng & very warm.  Did a big haying job. Made a
grand clean up of 5 loads hay including rakings, with help
of Ollie Burgher & Lauren Boice. I paid him $4.

The following is from a newspaper clipping pasted in
diary:

Walter Brooks, 91, of Alligerville died in Kingston Friday
evening. He was the oldest voter in the town of Rochester
at the time of his death and had cast a ballot 70 times. He
was a life-long member of the Alligerville Reformed
Church. He is survived by a sister, Mrs. Robert Hines, a
granddaughter, Miss Dorothy Brooks, both of Kingston,
and by several nieces and nephews. He was the father of
the late Frank Brooks of Kingston. Shokan Lodge 491,
I.LO.O.F., will conduct ritualistic services Sunday at
7:30pm at the H B Humiston Funeral Home in
Kerhonkson. The funeral will be held from the funeral
home Monday at 2 pm with the Rev.John B. Steketee of
Kingston officiating. Bearers will be members of the Odd
Fellows lodge. Burial will be in Kyserike Rural Cemetery.

Very hot. Breezy. Considerably sunny till mid pm when the
sky murked over with thunder shower general activity. We
had an hour or so of rain & again evng., just enought to wet
the surface of parched Mother Earth. Didn’t wet under
shade trees. Igot in some badly needed cultivating in my
weedy field corn. The corn is mostly knee high but badly
in need of moisture. I attended 1.O.O.F. Lodge but my car
quit near Olive Bridge & Winston VanKleeck towed it up
to Bert Winne’s Garage.

JUNE 26 Sunday 80/7am 76/12pm
Exceedingly hotsearing brisk norwesterly wind during day.
Some overcast, but mostly sunny.  So hot I did little but
chores. - The heat affects Mother - everybody in fact. This
evng early Will Jordan & [ went to Humiston’s
Kerhonkson for .O.O.F. service for Walter F. Brooks 91.
He with Simon Bishop & my dear Father were presented
with 50 year membership jewels in Jan. 1933 by Shokan
Lodge No 491. Thru a misunderstanding on Will’s part we
went first to Carr’s Parlors in Kingston. I wrote to Mariam
also birthday card for Cornelia.

JUNE 27 Monday 76/7am  68/11pm

Mostly overcast sultry this am - but cleared away with
brisk northerly drying wind. Beautifully clear evng & a bit
cooler. I put in several hours cultivating corn, which
with the dry conditions & thick with weeds is a
discouraging task. During latter pm I mowed a big strip of
the side hill hay. Also drawed out manure. Fred
Baumgarten came noontime to give me a hand. Cornelia’s



31st birthday - 35 years ago today June 27, 1914 1 had my
right hand caught in steam roller gear.

JUNE 28 Tuesday 63/7am  65/11pm

Overcast all day & evng. Sun broke thru briefly. Cooler
than yesterday. Calm. I cultivated corn & worked at
the cut hay which did not dry well. However I raked it
latter pm & we got a big load in barn on wagon. Fred
Baumgarten Ollie & Mother helped.

JUNE 29 Wednesday 64/7am 68/10pm

Mostly overcast murky. Sun shone thru considerable part
of time. Wind light. Hay drying condition quiet
favorable, much more than yesterday. I mowed last of hay
under hill. Fred Baumgarten & I spread out the load of hay
for better curing and got it in mow with load left out last
night & cleaned up raking. Ollie helped pm. Fred took
me up to Bert Winne’s & got my car late pm. He put on a
new Bosch coil, charged battery, re-bushioned starter, set
up brakes, new hose conn. Total charge $6.50 - after
coming back Fred left for home.

JUNE 30 Thursday 64/6:30am 58/12pm

Lowry overcast, wind southerly during pm. Mostly sunny
pm & clear pleasantly cool tonight with bright growing
crescent moon over South Mtn. I made a shopping &
egg marketing trip to Kingston. Mother & I cleaned up the
hay under hill latter pm in a small load. Also drawed out
manure. Early evng I made a trip up to Gus Korittke’s for
soldering separator cream spout. Finished our home farm
haying.



JULY 1 Friday 56/6:30am  68/12pm

Warm drying sunny weather - Breezy. Clear still tonight
with growing bright moon. I put a tedious dusty job
cultivating corn - have been twice in rows both ways. After
supper I started cutting the Hinkley play hay, mowing in
orchard lot. No sign of much needed rain.

JULY 2 Saturday 64/7am  68/12pm

Another hot drying day. Calm - Haze & murk cleared
toward mid day & the sunny, cloudless tonight. I cleared
up the cut hay alone in a load with rakings. A tedious
tiresome task. Cornelia Dick & Norah arrived from
Waverly supper time.

JULY 3 Sunday 68/7am 101/6pm 66/12pm
Hottest day to date. Mostly sunny & clear. Cloudless evng
with half moon & pleasantly cooler. No sign of rain.

I tried to rest up some today, but pretty hot for even that.
Cornelia Dick & Norah had dinner at Schmoekel’s & went
to Woodstock where there was fireworks early evng. Mrs.
Langer & Charlie called pm. She was chick as ever. I
made order to Sear’s & Ward’s.

JULY 4 Monday 62/6:30am 72/12pm

Hot muggy - Partly cloudy am. Unexpected thunder
showers developed from west early pm. A brief dashing
rain came over South Mtn & was mussy with light rains
along till early evng. - A nice wetting down on top &
moistened the gardens. All helps. The only resemblance to
4th of July of the old days is the heat & thunder showers.



This am I cut the patch of hay behind old barn. Mowed out
the cross road across to the forbidding Bishop line fence,
also cut lower patch of oats above 3 corner lot. After
supper I cultivated the garden.

JULY 5 Tuesday 72/7am 66/12pm

Muggy this morning but developed drier sunny hot
atmosphere with fresh northerly wind. Still, warm,
beautiful moonlight evng thru mackerel clouds.  Dick
arrived back noon time from his rip to Warwick. He said
there was rain there yesterday. The showers seem to have
been quite general. 1did a long hard day’s work. Tedded
the cuthay & mowed the orchard lot oats am. PM Cornelia
& Dick helped me get the load of hay & I raked the lower
oats. After supper unloaded the hay & drawed out manure.
Cornelia Dick & Norah went up to Mrs. Ruth Wests for
party. Sent orders to Sears Roebuck, Montgomery Ward.

JULY 6 Wednesday 62/6am 62/12pm

Arrived cooler & overcast with a sprinkle of rain as a 6am
thunder shower passed below High Point. Toward noon
faired away hot & sunny - Later murked over again & there
were sprinkle showers tonight.

I'shovel cultivated corn & potatoes awhile am then opened
up the lower oats & Lauren Boice & Dick helped me clean
up the load pm. After supper & an after dark job Dick &
I got big load from raked upper field & left on wagon over
night. Today is Mother’s 81 birthday. She rec’d a batch of
greeting cards, several presents & Cornelia made a big



supper anniversary for her with a festooned birthday cake
with Happy Birthday Grandma. She & Dick got the cake
in Kingston.

JULY 7 Thursday 62/7am  55/12pm

Bright atmosphere Mostly sunny Northerly wind. Lovely
cool moonlight evng shinning among the clouds.

Lauren Boice helped me put off the load of oats this
morning. | finished the machine mowing on lower lot &
along the woods border. - Raked part of the hay & got a
small load along with the oats rakings. Cornelia Dick &
Norah left for Rome this am.  The following is from a
clipping pasted in diary for this date:

Mrs. Mattie C. Davis observed her 8Ist birthday
anniversary on Wednesday. She is inactive god health and
received a number of greeting cards. Meanwhile she is
enjoying a visit by her granddaughter and Mrs. Richard
Herringtom and family of Rome, N.Y.

Herman Ecke has purchased of Miss Kate Dwyer of
Winsted, Conn. The 2 2 acres adjoining the Ecke summer
home along the West Shokan Heights road. This was the
last parcel of unsold land in what has, since 1865 been the
Dwyer homestead farm. The massive brush grown stone
walls in the fields are mute evidence of labor done by
William Dwyer and his sturdy sons in bygone days.

JULY 8 Friday 55/7am 60/12pm

Bright sunny drying day - Pleasantly comfortable
temperature. Cloudless still moonlight night. I finished
haying - cleaned up getting 2 loads alone. A big tiresome
task. This evening I went to the Phoenicia movies alone



Saw The Stratton Story about Monty Stratton all Chicago
White Sox baseball pitcher who lost his right leg above the
knee in a rabbit hunting accident & who thru sheer courage
mastered the game again with an artificial leg.

JULY 9 Saturday 60/7am  58/12pm

Pleasant weather. Dry, mostly sunny with developing brisk
southerly wind. Partly overcast tonight. I put in a
tiresome day shovel cultivating corn, finished going both
ways. | never before saw the ground so dry and dusty.
Tonight I attended Installation at Shokan 1.O.O.F. Lodge
No 491 in charge of Dist. Deputy Aaron Gray & staff.
Junior Past Grand- Winston VanKleeck Noble Grand -
Lester S. Davis Vice Grand- Norman North Warden-
Chas.Gustavson Conductor - Lester Lawrence RSNG-
Alonzo Davis LSNG- Wm.Jordan RSS- Joseph Fox
LSS- Robt.Adsit RSVG- Justus North LSVG-

This pm I harrowed
over unplanted patch waiting for sweet corn & gotcart load
sawdust. My old schoolmate and friend over 50 years
James Burgher underwent a very critical abdominal
operation this am at Kingston Hospital.

JULY 12 Tuesday

Typical lowry August weather with south westerly wind
pm and a nice little shower milking time. More brief
showers followed. I was busy at a tiresome job hoeing up
potatoes. They show seriously the affects of drought. The
American League All Star defeated the National All Stars
at the 16 annual game played this pm at Ebbett’s Field
Brooklyn. Score 11-0 Wrote news copy evng.

JULY 13 Wednesday 70/7am 66/12pm

Part cloudy, lazy ward humid - around 3:30 pm a lovely 15
minute shower dropped down over south mtn - with others
round about. Cleared away gorgeous cooler moonlight
evng. I finished hilling up potatoes am & went over to
Will Jordan’s & he cut my hair. This pm I sharpened up
mower knives and worked in garden. Planted 6 more rows
sweet corn in north end, set out some cabbage & etc. Mr
& Mrs Longyear called latter pm They came today for 2
wks vacation in Phoenicia. Mother made 13 glasses
currant jelly.

JULY 14 Thursday 62/7am 64/12pm
Partly cloudy, hot drying day. Calm. This forenoon I
marked out and planted patch opposite Whispells with



Golden Cross Bantam sweet corn. Seems a forlorn hope it
being so late & dry. This pm I cultivated Ollie’s weed
choked garden.

JULY 15 Friday 66/12pm

Murky threatening am. Sun broke thru awhile became
thunder showery around north & south & murked over.
We had only a little rain late pm. I made a start cutting
Ollie Burgher’s hay. Cut & cleaned up both sides of road
pm with Lauren Boice’s help - a small load.

JULY 16 Saturday 66/12pm

Still overcast murky warm day. Raining lightly this evng.
- nice soaking easy - continued past midnight. I feel tired
out & rested up considerable today. Wrote wedding
anniversary letter to Bob & Mariam & letter to Kay & Dick
and one to Ellen Wilfris. Mr & Mrs Longyear called pm.



JULY 18 Monday  76/12pm

Hot humid weather. Murky this am. The sun came out hot
after a brief dashing noon shower. Thickened again and
was thunder showery around to north latter pm & tonight.
Breezy. - Great corn growing weather. My field corn is
topping out. Drawed out manure cut cart load grass at
Ollie’s & worked in her garden.

JULY 19 Tuesday 74/7:30am 80/12pm

Rather overcast this am but otherwise the day was sunny
and extremely hot & humid. Southwesterly wind
continuing tonight cloudless. Aside from routine of
chores I put in the day cultivating garden and planting tall
beans for Ollie. Rec’d letter & check $21.60 from Mrs.
Knorpp with birthday card for mother.

JULY 20 Wednesday 70/7am 70/12pm

Hot night - continues sweltering. Part cloudy with south
westerly wind that brought a continuous string of violent
electrical storms & drenching rains, beginning around 2:45
pm thru to midnight. Telephone out with apple tree down
on line by Mabel Weidner’s. Electric not affected. I
mowed Ollie’s little meadow just ahead of the shower.
Wrote Minnie Every anewsy letter tonight. 11 years today
I caught my left hand in hay mow pulley losing little finger.

JULY 21 Thursday 71/7am 68/12pm

Partly cloudy but mostly sunny. Became breezy but evng
was still & cooler. Hot & sultry today. Expected showers
today failed to materialize. Aside from chores and
drawing out manure, I cleaned up the hay in Ollie’s little



meadow a small load. Tonight I went with the James
Harrisons to Phoenicia & saw an excellent color picture
Neptune’s Daughter. Jervis Bell, oldest son of the late
Nelson & Nancy Silkworth Bell, died suddenly last night
at his home 30 Plymouth Ave. Kingston. - after coming
home from work.

The following is from a clipping pasted in diary for this
date:

SUDDEN DEATH OF JERVIS BELL

Jervis Bell died suddenly in his home 30 Plymouth Ave.,
Kingston, this morning. He had been employed as fireman
at the Gov Clinton hotel for a number of years, having
worked Wednesday, going home last night about 11
o’clock.

Mr. Bell had not complained of illness but did say he had
a stomach pain. Some time after retiring he became ill and
died within a short time. The remains were taken in charge
by Undertaker Norvin Lasher of Woodstock.

JULY 22 Friday 76/12pm

Hot & humid. Mostly overcast & threatening. Breezy.

I worked in the garden this am. This pm I put acid
fertilizer on my last sweet corn planting, now up &
showing the rows nicely. Also did a little hedge row
trimming. Mr & Mrs longyear were down from Phoenicia
after supper. They are highly pleased at the

decidedly more lively and satisfactory than at Abe
Longyear’s.  After chores I went up & machine mowed
some hay on the Dolan property.

JULY 23 Saturday 70/7am 60/12pm



A magnificent sunny bright day cooler and much less
humidity. Fresh northerly wind - some high fleecy clouds.
Cloudless cool evng. I cut more hay in the Dolan back lot
& cleaned it all up alone in a good sized load. A tiresome
lonesome job. 1 got through to late to go to lodge as I had
rather anticipated. Mr & Mrs Kizirian called tonight.
James Burgher came home from Kingston Hospital.

JULY 24 Sunday 56/7am 66/12pm
Another serene pleasant day. Some high overcast which
increased evng, warmer & muggy. Simply ideal mid

summer weather. Aside from chores I did but little today -
Just feel all let down, so I tried to rest up. Mr & Mrs
Longyear called with their genial landlady Mrs. Kinsey
(76) this evng. They enjoyed the front porch & gorgeous
view. All went in parlor & mother played the organ & we
sang hymns. I wrote letter & got birthday cards ready to
send Mariam & Bob, hers is the 28 & his Aug. 6.

JULY 25 Monday 64/12pm

Lovely rain for several hours this morning. Partly broke
away by around 10 ocolock, warm & humid with fresh
northerly wind that calmed. Hazy starlight evng.
Drawed out manure, did daily chores with Mother helping
milk as usual. This pm I cultivated both ways last sweet
corn planting of July 14 & got load sawdust. Tired out
tonight. Wm. Nechwedowitch (21) living at Boiceville,
truck driver employed on Route 28 State Road grading job,
drowned at 8:30 tonight at Rock Cut in Esopus at Mt.
Tremper (See news clipping in front of diary)



JULY 26 Tuesday 64/7am  72/12pm

A hot drying day, partly cloudy with light breeze. Clear
still & warm evng. I'hoed in the garden this am after
usual chores. -Latter pm I did a big job, painting and
repairing leaks in front porch roof. This is my Father,
Chase West Davis’s birthday - he’d be 92.

JULY 27 Wednesday 72/7am 74/12pm

Hot. Part cloudy. Thunder showery around both ways all
afternoon but our west side got only a sprinkle. I painted
bay window roof this am. Mr & Mrs Longyear, Mrs.
Kinsly and 2 other ladies called. = Tonight I went to
Phoenicia and saw The Trail of The Lonesome Pine
Annual Baptist fair supper tonight. Receipts $298
Considered a big success.

JULY 28 Thursday 76/7:30am

Very hot & mostly sunny with light wind northerly.
Thunder showery pm. We had a dashing banging shower
from south mtn between 3 & 4 pm I painted kitchen
porch roof (red) this forenoon & it was a hot job.
Mariam’s 35th birthday.

JULY 29 Friday 74/7am 72/12pm

Extremely hot & clear bright sunshine but little breeze.
Clouded over at evng with fresh s.westerly wind. Sprinkle
ofrain at upper end of reservoir. Heavy shower appearance
off to north. Later cleared & very warm. Insects intensely
thick tonite. I made a trip to Jim Burgher’s about noon
time with Nellie cow & had her bred to Jim’s yearling bull.
Latter pm I painted the milk house the customary red with



white trim. Rec’d air letter Mariam written July 25.

JULY 30 Saturday 70/7am 71/12pm

Yet another very hot day. Fair am Thunder showery all
around pm mild evng. We finally got a dashing thunder
shower between 10 & 11pm Wrote air mail
letter to Mariam this morning, & besides doing usual
chores spread a big cart load manure on meadow. I finally
got my hand in painting latter pm & I painted south end of
garage. Ulster County Fireman’s parade sweltered in
Kingston pm I attended [.O.O.F.Lodge tonite and called
at Gus Crawford’s.

JULY 31 Sunday 70/7am 66/12pm

Cloudy yet this am & sprinkled some. Gradually cleared
away with northerly wind & turned somewhat cooler.

I feel pepped out & tried to take it easy today. Went after
blackberries over in the saw mill woods slashing but didn’t
find many & few ripe.

AUGUST 1 Monday 53/6:30am  58/12pm
Beautifully pleasant comfortable day, partly cloudy. Wind
light real cool early this am. Cloudless still bright half
moon evng. Heavy dew this am. Aside from daily
chores I painted west end barn gable and across under
eaves of garage. Its so much more comfortable weather to
work.

AUGUST 2 Tuesday 58/7:30am 70/12pm
Fair, warm & humid & calm - Increasing afternoon
cloudiness. Cloudy, still, muggy tonite. I finished



painting west side of garage & painted on south side of
barn - made a good showing today.

AUGUST 3 Wednesday 72/12pm

Murky muggy, still threatening. At various times came
sprinkles of rain - It faired away somewhat during pm but
overcast evng. A sticky atmosphere. [ wrote Ulster Co.
News copy am - Drawed out & spread load manure pm [
got load bedding sawdust & cultivated Ollie’s gardens.

AUGUST 4 Thursday 70/7am 64/12pm

Murky this am sun broke out hot at noon. Became thunder
showery around both ways latter pm - We got just a clatter
of rain - Cooler moonlight evng. 'hoed in garden this am
& painted on south side of barn - also another hitch at it pm
& after supper. Sent order Sears Roebuck for Model 62
Winchester 22 rifle $39.75. Mother also put in a long busy
day with housework & out of doors.

AUGUST 5 Friday 68/7am  63/12pm

Rained light early this am. Hot muggy - part cloudy.
Thunder showery early pm but we got just a little wetting.
Cloudless moonlight calm & pleasantly cool evng. I
finished painting south side barn & started east end gabler.
Peaches are ripe & extra early in currant bushes & mother
has an added job canning. The tree of Red Astrikan apples
are loaded & falling off. Jim Harrison brought my kitchen
radio from Ray Kirks Phoenicia where I had it repaired
4.50 paid.

AUGUST 6 Saturday 62/7am 64/12pm



Partly cloudy lazy warm typical midsummer day. It looked
a bit showery Calm. Clear pleasantly cool tonite.

I drawed out manure and got load sawdust forenoon. After
amid day rest [ got started painting east end barn gable and
got down to the eaves. Quite a task. Rec’d letter Ed
Terhune.

AUGUST 7 Sunday 64/7:30am 66/11:30pm

Hot sultry partly cloudy still. A lone mid pm thunder
shower boomed off to north. A big red moon rose early this
evng from the deep south. Cloudless, cooler tonight, with
soft early rising almost full moon. I did usual chores &
picked bushel & a half of peaches delicious ripe Elberta’s
from 3rd tree down in currant bushes. A small tree down
by gate in wall under hill is loaded with peaches just
showing pink.  Mrs. Lestia V. Kerr, widow of Theodore
Kerr died at her home 2nd house above Bushkill bridge at
6:55pm She had been in poor health for some time &
recently had a hear attack or stroke.

AUGUST 8 Monday 66/6:30am  68/12pm

Sunny, hot, drying day with brisk day breeze. Cloudless
warm, gorgeous mellow full moon tonight.

I put in several hot hours painting on East end of barn -
Mother put n a hot busy day. She has started canning and
drying peaches.

AUGUST 9 Tuesday 70/7am 114/3pm  70/12pm

Record hot day. Sunny with brisk northerly wind during
heat of day. - Became high overcast latter pm but was
cloudless at night, with lovely big moon. I finished
painting east end of barn & painted woodshed & north barn



door. A big hotjob. Also spread load manure on grass &
cut the clover seeing second crop strip behind barn. Had
delivery from Montgomery Ward Kingston store. 6 - 5gal
pails black roof paint @ 1.98 11.88

1gal super white house paint 4.29 41b 6 penny nails & 41b
8 penny .64

AUGUST 10 Wednesday 70/7am  74/12pm

Another record hot day. - Mostly sunny with fresh
northerly wind - Cloudless & very warm tonight, with
mellow moonlight. I continued painting on the barn, did
the granary attachment. This evng Mother & [ went over
& called on Mr & Mrs Henry Winchell. Funeral services
2 pm at Lasher’s in Woodstock for Mrs. Lestia Kerr (78) in
charge of Rev. Walter A. White. Interment in Tongore
Cemetery.

AUGUST 11 Thursday 72/7am 76/11:30pm

Hot & humid - Partly cloudy, breezy - Thunder showery
around both ways from Early pm. We got only a sprinkle.
Murky & muggy tonite. I got in some repairs and painting
on back side of barn am. This pm I cleaned up the jog of
closer second cutting behind barn & started spreading
manure on the stubble. Funeral service 2pm at Ashokan
ME Church for Mrs. Catherine Every Bogart of Boiceville
- widow of Otis Bogart. Interment Lennox Cemetery. She
died Mon., at Kingston Hosp.

AUGUST 12 Friday 70/7am 70/12pm
Warm humid sticky weather. Mostly overcast with
occasional hot sunshine. Showers were in the make up and



a drencher passed down over east side about 1:30am and
again the murk thickened and the west side got a half hour
drencher 1 ocolock with occasional sprinkle later. 1
finished painting on the back hog pen side of the barn,
virtually completing a long tedious hot job.

Rec’d from Sears Roebuck & Co
Model 62 Winchester repeating 22 rifle, the 22 I have
desired for years. It is a belated birthday present from
Mariam & Bob. It cost $39.75 - an outrageous price. The
sent check at time of my birthday & I just ordered the rifle.
The Olive Fire Dept holding a bazaar last nite & tonite at
the Fire House in Olive Bridge.

AUGUST 14 Sunday 64/8am 61/11:30pm
Overcast till early pm Muggy unsettled still. We had 2
light afternoon showers, clearing beautifully at evng &
becoming real cool, for a pleasant change. We had nice
showers last night. I feel pretty well tired out and tried to
restup. Everything looks greatly refreshed from the God
given showers.

AUGUST 15 Monday 58/7am 60/12pm

A lazy day - partly cloudy, humid, showery looking - A
very heavy dew this morning. Cool tonight.

I finished painting the chicken house - the south side - East



end covered with tar paper not painted in many years.
Mother had a surprise visit by Fred Baumgarten and his 84
year old father & they had dinner with us. This evng I took
Mort & Mary Roe up to the movies and saw The Great
Sinner a picture laid in the 1860s about the gambling
casinos of Europe. (Paris)

AUGUST 16 Tuesday 64/8am 64/12pm

Murky muggy threatening an occasional light drizzle. Sun
broke thru a little pm. All overcast evng & still.

Besides daily grind of chores I spread cart load manure &
got load sawdust for bedding. Rec’d Sear’s Roebuck &
Co Fall & Winter catalog.

AUGUST 17 Wednesday 64/12pm

Murky rather warm & muggy. Threatening this forenoon.
Gradually faired up during pm. - Partly cloudy evng. -
Sunny in Kingston all afternoon. Wrote news copy this
am. I made a trip to Kingston did considerable shopping
got Driver’s license renewed for 3 yrs 1.50. Went to see
Minnie Every & Lennie. I also visited the 5 car “Freedom
Train” on Greenkill Ave siding. Therein are contained
priceless documents many relating to history of New York
State, some dating back to the Dutch Colonial era. The
train is on tour of the state. I also visited the Ulster Co fair
at Forsyth Park coming home stopped to see Lem DuBois
and Aunt Julia Winchell. T also visited the bier of Sidney
K. Clapp - 76 - B.W.S. Engineer retired whom I have



known 40 years. He died yesterday.

AUGUST 18 Thursday 61/7am 64/12pm

Cool - chilly and rainy this morning for a few hours.

AUGUST 19 Friday 69/7am 54/12pm

Partly cloudy looked showery - Fresh northerly wind -
quelled evng.

I drawed out
manure - mowed and cleaned up Lauren Boice’s jog ofhay.
Also mowed 2nd cutting clover strip by the old Hinkley
house.

1 let them take Dick
Herrington’s binoculars.

AUGUST 20 Saturday 44/7am 56/12pm

Real chilly this am coldest since June 9. A brilliant
magnificent cool sunny day, with fresh northerly wind.
Cloudless, calm & chilly tonight. I mowed the woods



corner, containing a considerable growth of Alfalfa. Also
mowed a large part of field behind barn. Funeral 14 years
ago this pm at her home for Aunt Cornelia Bishop.

AUGUST 21 Sunday 50/7am 54/11pm

Another wonderful cloudless day & evng. Northerly wind
quieted. Real hot during the day. I tried to rest up some
but was mostly busy. Iraked up the woods corner alfalfa
& got night feed for the cows. We had no callers.

AUGUST 22 Monday 50/7am 64/11pm

Warmer weather is on the agenda - Continued clear with
part cloudiness pm & evng.  Iworked at the hay. Lauren
Boice helped me clean up 2 small loads latter pm. Afte
supper I raked the stubble & mowed the remaining corner
behind chicken house.

AUGUST 23 Tuesday 60/7am 66/12pm

Rather warm and unsettled - Partly cloudy - Looked
showery around to north pm. A lazy quietday. Busy with
chores & odd jobs - Wrote weekly news copy. Drawed out

manure & got the jag of second cutting pm over by the old
Hinkley house.

AUGUST 24 Wednesday 79/8am  60/11:30pm

Partly cloudy warm humid - Breezy during mid day. Light
showers about pm We had an occasional sprinkle. Cooler
tonight. Fred Baumgarten & his father came & had
dinner with Mother & I - He bro’t 2 bu lovely ripe
tomatoes. [ was busy with chores and got in the jag second
cutting behind chicken yard with Mother doing the hand



raking. I also went over to the mill pile & got cart load
sawdust. Rec’d Skelly Oil Co. Stock dividend of 1 and
70/100 shares.

AUGUST 25 Thursday 60/7am

Clear drying sunny day. Wind light. Cloudless still & cool
tonite. I mowed the alfalfa & weed mixture knee high on
the oats stubbles & patch behind old barn. Got a big batch
of sweet corn. The raccoons don’t seem to be bothering
much this year for a change. I returned the new Model 62
Winchester rifle recd Aug 13 to Sears Roebuck due to the
action rubbing blueing from one side top of receiver & a
scratch on right side. Very minor defects but I feel that a
new rifle should not be that way. Subsequently I recd
refund of purchase price & postage $40.17

AUGUST 26 Friday 54/7am 70/12pm

Continued clear and turned very hot this pm with fresh
westerly wind - continued breezy & one of the warmest
nights of the summer. Cloudless tonight. I worked at the
hay tedded & raked it and brought home a load mostly
alfalfa. Also drawed out manure. Cornelia resigned her
job as cook at the State Institution in Rome, NY effective
as of today.

The following is from a news clipping pasted in diary on
this date:

MEN OF ULSTER

John 1. Boice, one of Olive’s best-known citizens around
the turn of the century, was born January 13, 1831, a son of
John S. And Rachel (Rose) Boice. His schooling was
confined largely to studies for a time under Dr. Isaac Dart
of Shokan. He went to Hancock to learn the blacksmithing



trade and after working in shops in Delaware county he
returned home and entered the employ of Henry K.
Merrihew, a blacksmith at Olive Bridge. He next opened
his own shop at Shokan and In 1870 bought the Jacob
Bishop gristmill at Bishop’s Falls which he operated for
nine years. Mr. Boice in 1871 owned a farm of 140 acres
and was commissioner of highways for Olive. In 1891, he
began farming near Brodhead village and after New York
city took his place in waterworks days he bought and
occupied a farm east of Samsonville. Becoming a member
of the Shokan Dutch Church in 1853, he was an officer and
regular attendant of that church for many years. In politics
he was a staunch Democrat. Mr Boice was first married
Sept. 30, 1854, to Sarah Jane Eckert, a daughter of Peter
Eckert. His widow, Katherine I. Boice, now makes her
home in upstate New York.

AUGUST 27 Saturday 64/7am 80/12pm
Exceeding hot & humid weather. Sunny all day with thin
haze - Clear evng - westerly hot wind thru the heat of the
day & tonight. Lauren Boice helped me put off'the hay &
cleaned up the second load mostly alfalfa which we put in
Ollie’s barn. I also latter pm drawed cart load sawdust.
Tonight I attended 1.O.O.F.Lodge - A social party was
pubically held later in the auditorium. I didn’t stay but
went & called at Henry Winchells. He has been in bed all
week & in a very weakened condition due to his cronic
heart condition & broncial pneumonia.

AUGUST 28 Sunday 68/7am 72/12pm
Hazy overcast warm & very humid. Some hot sunshine.



Thunder showery and breezy pm but most of it went
around. We had a 10 minute squirt from over south mtn
milking time. A little cooler tonight & murky. I wrote up
news copy. Tried to take it easy & rest pm it was so hot.
Wrote to Fred Baumgarten evng.

AUGUST 29 Monday 68/7am 56/12pm

A drenching 1:30am thunder shower sparked a rainy night
and drenching showers with warm humid southerly wind
this am with a final drencher at 11:30 when the wind
shifted to northerly & cleared beautifully - A Glorious
warm pm - Still cool & cloudless evng. The most water
fell since May 20th - I wrote several cards this am and
oiled the front porch doors. Latter pm I cut weeds out
along woods corner.

AUGUST 30 Tuesday 54/7am 58/12pm

A lovely bright warm day, some cloudiness, but mostly
sunny especially pm - Clear cool still evng with big bright
half moon over High Point. I took my car upto Bert
Winnie Garage for valve grinding job early this am & he
brought me back. Idid a good looking job painting the
front porch & steps (steel gray) also mowed some second
cutting & spread cart load manure.

AUGUST 31 Wednesday 60/7am  66/12pm

The morning murk broke away somewhat. Murked over
early pm with thunder showery weather and several good
rains. Still & murky evng. Along with chores & odd jobs
I painted south half of kitchen porch am. Latter pm
between rains & in it I finished cutting weed in woods



corner. My Grandmother Mrs. Sarah A Crispell died 57
years ago today at the age of 59. - I distinctly remember
her.

SEPTEMBER 1 Thursday 64/7am  46/12pm

Bright warm day some cloudiness with strong gusty
southerly wind shifting westerly & quieting at evng.
Cloudless chilly moonlight night. Busy with chores
drawed out manure & tedding over the hay cutting
forenoon. Not much accomplished pm doing odd jobs -
Bert Winne brought my car home latter pm. 1 took him
back. It has greatly increased power with valve job & 5
new valves. Also car regreased etc. Bill $17.00 paid
Tonite I took Mort & Mary Roe & Ollie to Phoenicia to a
full house showing of the hilarious picture, taken from life,
I Was A Male War Bride

SEPTEMBER 2 Friday 44/7am 50/12pm

A tinge of early autumn permeates the atmosphere. A
perfect day, sky & reservoir a deep blue and cloudless -
wind moderate. - Still chilly beautiful moonlight evng.
Finished painting kitchen porch floor am. Got the jag of
2nd cutting in barn pm - Latter pm a picnic party in 8 cars,
numbering 31 all youngpeople except Mrs. Maneller & her
elderly cousin, Onteora Park summer people with our
permission, lunched on the grass behind chicken yard
corner.  James Harrison on the hill is having a new
outside tile lined chimney house chimney laid.

SEPTEMBER 3 Saturday 44/7am  56/11pm
Continued practically cloudless but not so brilliant as




yesterday due to haze. Moderately breezy Southerly during
day & evng. The weather trend is warmer. Cool beautiful
moonlight evng, nearly full. I was busy am with usual
chores. Cleaned a Krag Carbine for Mr. Kizirian. Lauren
Boice helped me get my hook ladder on barn roof & picked
or rather pulled a batch of corn beans from swell corn pm
& got 2 strips painted on south side barn roof & painted
granary roof.

SEPTEMBER 4 Sunday 64/11pm

Pleasantly warm day. Variable cloudiness and generally
sunny. Wind light. Still hazy warm moonlight evng.

[ took a ride with Mr & Mrs Longyear this am - around by
Krumville - We visited the Krumville cemetery. After we
left Mr & Mrs Lester Personeus & 3 of their girls called.
Late pm I went with Mr & Mrs Longyear to the Kinsly
farm below Phoenicia where they spent thier July vacation.
They were having a farewell party & we were given a royal
welcome. This pm we picked near a bu of delicious big
red peaches (Crawfords) from first tree in the row.

SEPTEMBER 5 Monday 65/7am  74/12pm

Partly cloudy warm & humid - Thunder showery
conditions developed latter pm. There were 2 or 3 brief
dashes of rain - rained lightly late evng.  Mr & Mrs
Longyear left for Brooklyn before 10 oco.

Chilly - Mostly cloudy - quiet. Wrote news copy this am.

I went out to 213 E.Chester St & saw Minnie Every - took
her peaches, potatoes and buttermilk which she greatly




appreciated. 1 also saw Henry Winchell at room 225 in
Kingston Hosp where he was taken from his home by
ambulance yesterday afternoon. Did some shopping &
came home around by Stone Ridge & Kripplebush & saw
Fred Baumgarten.

SEPTEMBER 8 Thursday 55/7am  48/12pm

Rained early this am and was all day trying to clear up.
Cool September weather - clear bright moonlight night.
Norterly wind.  After chores this am I felt sleepy & took
a nap on cot. PM I spread cart load manure behind old
barn & got load sweet corn for cows & pigs.

SEPTEMBER 9 Friday 50/7am 52/12pm

Chilly cold mostly cloudy, brisk northerly wind.
Intermittent rain squally. Cleared away at evng. Gorgeous
moonlight. Aside from doing chores I put in the day
picking beans in corn.

- Our highly esteemed and respected
friend of many years Henry Winchell died 6:30pm at
Kingston Hospital. D.W.S. Clambake held pm at the old
Olive Bridge nursery grounds.

SEPTEMBER 11 Sunday 42/7am  54/12pm

A very pleasant bright sunny day - wind northerly & some
pm cloudiness. Clear still cool moonlight evng.

Did chores & picked a batch of beans in sweet corn pm.
Mrs. Kathrn Terwilliger came after church & had supper,
after which I took her home. Charles & Mrs. Langer called
pm

SEPTEMBER 12 Monday 50/7am

A bright pleasant cool day with considerable part
cloudiness. Wind light. I spread load manure behind
old barn & got cart load field corn for cow & hog fodder.




This pm I cleaned up the hay patches I cut Saturday at
Ollie’s. I wrote up weekly news copy & a biograftical
sketch on my esteemed friend “Judge” Henry Winchell.

SEPTEMBER 13 Tuesday  70/12pm
Cloudy - Cool - started in raining 12 ocolock earlier in
Kingston. Later settled in for a wonderful drenching rain
and downpours continued into the night turning warmer.
I went to Kingston with Supervisor Clause Bell am. At
1 oco attended a “Memorial Service” funeral at Carr’s
Parlors for Henry Winchell. Speaker Rev. Wm Peckham
pastor Clinton Ave. ME Church - no singing. 15 floral
pieces, with large one from Ulster County Grand Jurors
Assn. There was around 50 present. Burial took place in
Mrs. W’s family Plot (Morgan) in Rosendale Plains
Cemetery. Bearers were Supervisor Chester A. Lyons,
Town Clerk John C Marshall - Wm Beesmer, John
B.Davis, Geo.VanKleeck & myself EC Davis. Casket was
beautiful light polished oak, with heavy scrolled bronze on
dull copper vault. I came home with John Marshall.

SEPTEMBER 14 Wednesday 66/7am 64/12pm

Unsettled warm & humid. Some hot sunshine. Developing
shower early pm & later settled in to heavy downpours.
Young cloud bursts & continued till early evng. Heaviest
rainfall since last winter. Over 3” fell last night & much
more today. All streams running freschet flow tonight.
And the 1939 drought is over. I went up to Bert Winne’s
around noon & had a motor tune up & new spark plug.
Latter pm I took a run down to see Fred Baumgarten &




look at an advertised refrigerator that was sold.

SEPTEMBER 15 Thursday 60/7am 56/11:30pm

Cool this am muggy & murky. Still - More rain seemed
evident. Cleared late evng.  Spread load manure & got
cart load field corn am - Busy with odd jobs & chores
otherwise.

SEPTEMBER 16 Friday 50/7am 50/12pm

A bright pleasant mostly sunny day, cool wind southerly.
Still, hazy cool evng.  Aside from chores I painted on
south side of barn roof. This evng I took Mort & Mary
Roe, Ollie Burgher & Mrs Kizirian to Phoenicia and saw
an excellent & dramatic 4H Club Picture the background
of which was soil conservation. Full house attendence
tonite at IOOF hall for Democratic town caucus. Bob
Volmer Chairman, Mrs.Mary Merrihew Clerk. All
nominations unanamous. Supervisor-Justus North- Ex
Supervior

Also finished painting south side barn roof & milk house
roof. For the barn roof it took about 12 gal.

SEPTEMBER 18 Sunday 54/7am

Clear early but began to cloud over & got showery as the
day advanced. Had several showers here and a drenching
driving thunder shower at milking time. Warm & humid -
Broke away during evng. I did usual chores, wrote
letters & otherwise rested up some. | wrote letter & sent
$5.00 check to E.B.Walker, 116 Peyton St. Santa Cruz, Cal
for a bound volume of Harpers Magazine - issues Dec 1877
to May 1877. The latter issue which contains a 9 page
article with illustrated scenes entitled The Gateway of the
Catskills by Ingersoll, concerning his visit here in Sept
1876. Irec’d the bound volume Sept 16.

SEPTEMBER 19 Monday 66/7am  56/12pm

Lovely sunny warm summery weather. Became overcast
later pm & rained a little. Breezy. Cleared tonight &
cooler. I drawed over manure behind old barn & got a big
cart load of field corn stalks. This pm I did a big job
painting the new part - on back side of barn roof.

SEPTEMBER 20 Tuesday 48/7am  54/12pm

Mostly cloudy, squally, sour and windy. Cleared away
evening & later clouding over. I put in a nominally busy
day, cut & husked off a big cart load of field corn & got 2
loads of sawdust. Wrote news copy evng. Dr.R A
McCartney of Ellenville held a rabies dog vaccination
clinic this evng at Olive Bridge 1.O.O.F. Hall. A total of




110 dogs were immunized.

SEPTEMBER 21 Wednesday 62/12pm
A very lovely pleasant day - Northerly wind, some
cloudiness, overcast evng. A grand work day. Ollie

helped me start cutting field corn - cut 32 stouts. Itis a
good yielding crop & not near so badly damaged by coons
etc. as for past several years. Grover Winchell and his
wife called this evng, in regard to renewal of fire insurance.
SEPTEMBER 22 Thursday 56/7am 54/12pm

Arrived rainy & continued rainy with occasional let ups all
day & evng. I was busy with chores & odd jobs. Late
pm I went up to Bert Winne’s garage & had a flat spare tire
fixed. Mother & I cleaned out the kitchen stove & burned
out the chimney.

The following is from a news clipping found in diary for
this date:

Paul H. Haroach, Buffalo resident who has contracted to
design the proposed Onteora central district school plant at
Boiceville, received his degree in architecture at Cornell
Universtiy in 1917. He has designed 23 school projects
totalling approximately $9million and is now engaged
upon the plans for an educational center at Orchard Park.
Drawings and specifications for the Boiceville building
which will be made with the accomodation of 920 pupils
in view, are expected to be bids of contractors about April
15, 1950, and it is figured that the school will be ready for
classes in September, 1951.

SEPTEMBER 23 Friday 51/7:30am 50/12pm
Overcast and everything dripping wet this am. Broke away




warm & sunny, but the pm again brought cloudiness, &
squally & cooler - Partly cleared tonight. - More or less
windy.

Ollie & I cut 35 stouts of field corn. A bigjob. Also picked
beans & gathered acorn squashes. Tonight I took Mor &
Mary Roe, Ollie & Mrs. Kizirian to Phoenicia & saw the
French novel classing picture. Madam Bovary. There were
2 lovely deer, a big doe & spring fawn grazing out in
woods corner -

SEPTEMBER 24 Saturday 50/7am 46/12pm
Typically early autumn. Brisk northerly winds. A day with
bright sunshine broken by intermittent sour light rain
squalls, continued evng.  This am I spread load manure
behind old barn & got big load field corn stalks with ears
on. This pm - amid the squalls Ollie helped me cut 15
stouts of corn. Ed Avery & Jennie Kerr called early evng.
Soviet Russia has broadcast report that she has
exploded an atomic bomb and has had information of its
construction since 1947. Its secrets in part at least were
stolen by secret agents operating in the United States. The
U.S. dropped 2 atomic bombs on Japan shortly before her
surrender in August 1945.
A dance for the polio emergency fund was held tonight at
the Olive Bridge IOOF hall.

SEPTEMBER 25 Sunday 44/7am Back to Standard Time
40/11pm

A truly magnificent cool windy early autumn day. Clear &
almost frosty tonight.  Did daily chores - Got some field
corn tied on the back end of my car this pm & husked it off




while listening with radio hooked up out in the barn to a
crucial ball game at Bklyn, between the Dodges & Phillies
who won 5-3. Charley & Mrs. Langer called & while 1
took mother down the road to see Mrs. Shimer’s flowers -
getting back we found on porch a half bu basket of grapes,
another of delicious russett pears, also a box of Baldwin
apples. with name of John Young Milton, NY on baskets.

SEPTEMBER 26 Monday 37/7am  44/11pm

Another gorgeously magnificent day & evng. Heavy dew
this am. Wind light, pleasantly warm in sun.

Ollie helped me finish cutting corn 20 stouts making a total
of 105, besides what I have cut and bought home by the
cart load.

SEPTEMBER 27 Tuesday 46/7am  56/12pm

Cloudy & threatening weather, with a few showers. |
spread load manure behind old barn & brought home 4
stouts of field corn - Also drawed cart load of sawdust.
Wrote news copy evng.

SEPTEMBER 28 Wednesday 56/7am 58/12pm

Rained some in night. Murky this am. - Sun broke thru
toward noon & was pleasantly warm & mostly sunny pm.
Overcast evng & rained at midnight. Busy with chores &
odd jobs. Cleared up the granary. Noontime I went over to
Grace Winchell’s and bought 4 dz fruit jars for $2.00 paid.
I certainly missed Henry.  She showed me the large
number of sympathy cards & letters rec’d after Henry’s
Death. Latter pm I dug out the potatoes in the garden, they
are mostly old wollapers & smooth but not many in a hill.




I was tired & slept all evng on cot.

SEPTEMBER 29 Thursday 58/7am 52/11pm

A dark dreary rainy day & evng.  Sent Mrs. Knorpp 2 V4
Ib butter with a mess of beans & 2 Ib potato. Did chores
etc. This pm I heard the broadcast of 2nd 5 inning game of
double header game from Boston & Dodgers. Dodgers
won both 9-2 & 8-1 putting them "2 game ahead of
Cardinals in Natl league Pennantrace. The NY Yankees &
Boston Red Sox are tied. Most unusual seasons wind up
games. [ wrote to Mariam tonite.

SEPTEMBER 30 Friday 46/7am 47/12pm

Clearing up this morning a brilliantly sunny gorgeous day
with fresh northerly wind. Cloudless chilly tonight with
beautiful bulging half moon. The autumn colors are
coming out. Itook over manure behind old bam & got cart
load field corn am. This pm I picked up the dug potatoes
in garden 3 2 bu of dandy sorted ones. Also mowed the
second crab grass patch by currant bushes & south side of
house. I husked corn thisevng. This Marshall Rossa’s 87
birthday. He has been a patient in Benedictine Hosp 8
weeks.

OCTOBER 1 Saturday 43/6:30am  42/12pm

Another magnificent sunny cool day. Northerly wind
shifting. Still cloudless evng with bright plump moon.
Very chilly.  This forenoon I mowed second cutting in
front of house, a big chunk, also got a hay rigging load of



field corn. I husked this pm while listening to a crucial
game at Phila. A knock down drag out affair. The Phillies
won over Brooklyn 6-4 - Both used several pitchers. At
Yankee Stadium the Yanks beat the Red Sox & stand tied
at next to last day in regular season. At Chicago the Cubs
beat the Cards 3-1. The Dodgers are 1 game ahead.

The local Mt Tremper-West Shokan mail route was
extended up Watson Hollow as far as Bob Yorks (old
DeWitt Eckert farm) & up Malty Hollow road to Raymond
Bell’s (The old Bell Homestead)

OCTOBER 2 Sunday 40/6:30am 47/12pm
And another gorgeous cool cloudless day. Northerly wind
light shifted easterly. Calm moonlight evng, became part
cloudy. Did daily chore tasks. This pm I took my
kitchen radio out to barn & heard broadcast of final game
of season between the Dodgers & Pillies at Stube Park,
Phila. The Dodgers blew a 5 run 4th Inning lead with
Phils tying score in 8th inning. A desperate nip & tuck
affair. The Dodgers won out in 10th inning 9-7 & took the
National leage Championship over the Cardinals who also
won in Chicago 13-5. Phils used 6 pitchers - the Dodgers
with Jack Banta the winner. In NYC at Yankee
Stadium the Yanks won the American League
Championship, defeating Boston Red Sox 5-3. Mr &
Mrs Foster Shultis of Wittenberg and their daughter &
husband, Mr & Mrs Phillips of West Hurley called pm.

OCTOBER 3 Monday 52/7am 49/11pm
Some cloudiness but mostly sunny and pleasant, with
southerly wind. Moonlight cool evng.



Drawed over manure & spread behind old barn & got cart
load sawdust. Raked the cut hay pm & cleaned it up in a
nice load with Ollie’s help. At 11:20 tonight I got a fone
call from Jim Harrison to come up & help get a dose of
porcupine quills out of his dog’s nose & mouth. Rec’d air
mail letter from Mariam that they expected to leave
Mexico City for hime by auto Fri or Sat. I answered it
tonight.

OCTOBER 4 Tuesday 52/7am 66/11pm

Had a sprinkle this am. Partly cloudy, southerly wind.
Decidedly warmer pm. - Real summery warmest since
early Sept. Lauren Boice helped me put up the load of
hay this am also some corn stalks. This pm Ollie helped
me get a hay wagon load of field corn & husked off several
stouts. Im very tired & sore tonight. I sent my letter to
Kinston this am on school bus for early mailing via air.

OCTOBER 5 Wednesday 54/7am  48/10:30pm

Rained before daylight. Partly cloudy am. Cloudless
glorious pm & evng. Day wind northerly & still evng.
Moon almost full & early rising. =~ Drawed over manure
am behind old barn & got 5 stouts of field corn. This pm
Ollie & I husked it off including yesterdays load. Had
radio in barn & heard complete broadcast of first game of
Worlds Series at Yankee Stadium, NYC between the
Yankees & Bklyn Dodgers. - It was a magnificent pitchers
duel between Allie Reynolds & Bob Newsom with no
score until the 9th inning when Tommy Herrick (?) won
the game for the Yankees with a home run. Attendance 66.
I ordered a show room sample new Model 62 Winchester



.22 rifle from Hudson Sporting Goods Co. NYC. Sent
check 35.00

OCTOBER 6 Thursday 42/7am 57/10pm

Generally sunny with some overcast, becoming all clouded
over by latter pm Wind light noticeably cooler than
yesterday. I got a wagon load of corn am and husked pm
Ollie helped after working at Estelle Karnis. - Had radio in
barn & husked while hearing the Second Series game at
Yankee Stadium - The Dodgers won by a 1-0 score -
Preacher Roe Bklyn slim Southpaw pitched a whale of a
game against Raschi. Attendance 70 053

OCTOBER 7 Friday 54/7am

Murky weather with occasional light showers & drizzle -
continuing evng. I took cart load manure behind old
barn got load field cor, also a load of green sweet corn
stalks at Tony Massima’s place. This pm Ollie helped me
clean up the corn husking in barn & heard broadcast of 3rd
game of Worlds Series played at Ebbetts Field. Bklyn
between the Dodgers & Yankees. - Ralph Branca pitched
a great game, but for occasional wildness & Yanks won 4-
3. The 9th inning was a thriller when Reese & Elmo of
Dodgers hit home runs. Joe Page relieved Burns in 3rd
inning & was the winning pitcher. Attendance 32.

OCTOBER 8 Saturday 56 56/12pm
Unsettled & considerable murk & some sunshine. Still -
warm - moon shone thru evng. Served as Inspector

on the first day of Registration -Hours 7am-10pm. It was
past midnight when we finally got the books completed.
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
